__8/  I gave them to ~4b~ «3x».  There was a briefing by «2n» «45»; there were some personnel opportunity documents.  Those are hiring.

__10/  I also provided to ~7I~ ~8H~ my notes from a meeting that occurred in «20».

__11/  I refer to the »0A» »3X~ meeting.  I attended ~5f~ «8J» ~12~ «81» «3j»; ~5f~ «8J» ~12~ «81» «1g»'s «36»; I attended «1S» ~60~ «10» «36»; I attended the «3l» of «0w» «23» «39»; I have a degree in accounting, a bachelor of science degree; I am a «4u».  My first full-time job out of college was «7T».  I was a contract specialist.  At «4W».

__12/  I was in that position from «2V~ as a co-op student until »01» «4m~.  I had no warrant until «7X~.  Until »65» or »6X» of «49~, warrant.  I got my warrant in »65» or »6X» of «49~.  The contract specialist from «2V~ to »01» «0W~, I had no warrant.  I was at «4W».  In »01» «0W~, I went to «20», «27».  As a detailee working in the «2j» area.  I worked for ~1f~ «7C».

__13/  She became the chief of staff.  To ~2H~ «5Q».  The administrator of «7T».  I worked for ~1f~ «7C» when she was the chief of staff.

__14/  After I started working there and before »30» «49~, I became the assistant to the acting deputy director, ~3p~ «83».  He held the position that ~1s~ «54» holds.  Ms. «7C» remained the chief of staff.  I was the assistant to «83» until »30» «49~.  Between »01» «0W~ and »30» «49~, I stopped working for ~1f~ «7C» and became the assistant to ~3p~ «83».

__15/  In »30» «49~, I became the executive assistant to ~2H~ «5Q».  I was brought out there to relieve a backlog of «2j» reforms; they had asked me to review the computer system; we ended up reviewing the overall structure and organization of «7T».  We were conducting a zero-based review.  Not just organizations, but the work and the work assignments.

__16/  A series of red and blue teams were reviewing work across «7T»; they prepared reports; I typed up those reports.

__17/  I attended meetings, reviewed input.  Checked calendars.  I attended staff meetings under ~1f~ «7C».  That is ~1f~ «7C»'s staff meetings.  Meetings with ~3p~ «83».  Many were general staff meetings; some were meetings with people, employees or contractors.

__18/  «86».  «86» is not shuttle.  «86» is wind tunnels, airplanes, not space vehicles.  There are aerodynamics involved in the shuttle; «7T» has divided itself up into both «86» and «0x».  The shuttle does not fall into «86».  It falls under «6H».  The «86» and «0x» are separate; ship is considered «0x», space «1x».

__19/  I do not classify it as reviewing; I did not perform a review.  If there are «0x» meetings, the shuttle is involved.

__20/  That is attributable to the «7T» structure.  I did not review.  I reviewed meetings where presentations were made on the overall structure of our work, where we could change emphasis or focus.  In order to meet budget requirements.  It was a developmental position for me.

__21/  I was a «2j» series civil servant.  At grade «5h».  It was to develop me to understand the scope of «7T»'s work.  I was detailed by «4W» «6H» «5l».  It was an individual detail.  ~5V~ «40» sent me to «20».  That is my boss.

__22/  ~74~ «7E» recommended me.  ~74~ «7E» had been my boss.  At «4W».  She worked in a «2j» capacity.  When she was my boss, she was working in a «2j» capacity.  She was a branch chief; she later became a division chief; she was my boss up the chain.  She knew my work.  She recommended me to go to «20» to this job with «6i» «3R».  I started working for ~74~ full-time in «7c~.

__23/  I worked for her when she was the branch chief.  I worked for her until she left «4W».  My duties in attending these meetings were to listen, observe.

__24/  When I took them, I put them in my desk.  I often return them, sometimes throw them away.

__25/  Sometimes briefings were given, along with charts; I have their briefing charts; there was a daily correspondence file that contained reports and briefings; with regard to the red and blue teams, those were prepared and sent to ~3p~ «83»; ~3p~ gave them to me to review for editing as well as reformatting.

__26/  These reports are reformatted or edited for submission elsewhere; the red and blue team reports.  A final report was prepared that summarized the results of the red and blue team reviews.  This was part of the staff of ~1f~ «7C» and ~3p~ «83».

__27/  These were two separate things.  In ~1f~ «7C».  «7H» «7j» is the organization that handles all incoming correspondence addressed to the administrator's office and distributes and files it.  If it was a congratulations letter to Mr. «5Q», my task was to provide a response.

__28/  I forward the file.  It was circulated throughout the office.  After I see it, I put it in my out basket; the secretary forwards it.  We had morning meetings where we reviewed the calendar of the day to ensure that we had a driver for a trip to the «4J».

__29/  In «0W~, I did not work for him.  ~1f~ «7C» did.  Chief of staff.  I did not maintain calendars.  For scheduling services, ensuring there were not conflicts.  I resolved conflicts.

__30/  I did this for «7C».  I accompanied Mr. «83» to meetings.  He asks me to perform a task.  The meetings were local to the «20» area.  Internal meetings.  This was until »30» «49~.  I became executive assistant to the administrator.

__31/  I was not the chief of staff.  I am familiar with ~1f~ «7C»'s job.  My job as executive assistant differed.  ~1f~ «7C» was in the position of making decisions.  Making decisions about personnel issues, policy issues.  As an executive assistant, I made no decisions with respect to personnel or policy.  In my job as executive assistant, when he was in town.  I traveled with him.

__32/  I had daily contact with him on the trips.  For Mr. «5Q» first thing in the morning, I reviewed the schedule.  His schedule.  Assisted him as necessary.  I said “no”.  I accompany him to some meetings.

__33/  Sometimes he told me he wants me there; sometimes he told me he did not want me there.  The secretary prepared the schedule.  Mr. «5Q»'s secretary.  I was reviewing it for where he will go, what he will do.

__34/  If he says “no”, I do not go.  I am on his staff.

__35/  

__36/  

__37/  The «8L» «5X» office coordinated all testimony for Mr. «5Q» on the «4J».  If it dealt with a «2q» «5X» issue, «2q» «5X» handled it.  Sometimes I sent a task to the appropriate office; the administrator spoke with the associate administrators.

__38/  Mr. «5Q»'s secretary took care of his travel arrangements.  A secretary in the suite coordinated it.

__39/  I used the principals' secretaries.  Mr. «5Q», ~1f~ «7C», Mr. «83».  There was one central appointment book.  Mr. «5Q»'s secretary kept it.  «3B» «22».  People who made appointments for him, sometimes they asked me to check with her; sometimes, they check with her directly to get it entered into the book.

__40/  People ask whether Mr. «5Q» wants to meet with this person.

__41/  It is done by someone out of the chief financial officer's office.  If it was a budget issue, the chief financial officer makes that decision and comes forward with the data.

__42/  They put the meeting on the calendar.  To do what Mr. «5Q» wanted me to do, to assure that he was on time to meetings; there was a regular list of things that he liked to have when he did a public speaking event; he wanted to have presentation items; he wanted to have meatball pens; he wanted to have his speech in a particular blue box; he had structure to the way he operated.

__43/  I determined the structure by observation.  If it was a speaking event, he generally had a speech or some talking points with him.  Speeches were prepared by a speech writer.  The speech writer was in those meetings and knew that a speech was coming up.  For a public speech, the speech writer asked Mr. «5Q» for the themes that he wanted to have addressed; he or she prepares the speech, gives it to Mr. «5Q» for review; they discuss it; he discusses changes he wants to the speech; it went back and forth through several iterations.

__44/  I attended his speeches, when they were in town.

__45/  «2q» «5X» is the logical candidate.  Talking points for Mr. «5Q» were prepared by the cognizant office.  If Mr. «5Q» intends to give a remark on «86», then the «86» office prepares talking points and briefs Mr. «5Q».  It is in his office.

__46/  Speeches were for formal events.

__47/  I never prepared talking points for him; once, another person out of «2j» and I were asked to prepare a speech for Mr. «5Q» on «2j» reform; we wrote it.  ~1f~ «7C» was the chief of staff; we interfaced with each other.  Chief of staff could make personnel and policy decisions.

__48/  I may have commented on a meeting I had attended.  I tell him the substance of the meeting.  I was in several meetings with «2j» people.  «2j» reforms, contractual issues.  There may have been some budget issues.  I attended some acquisition strategy sessions.

__49/  I sat in on some meetings with contractors.  During «0W~, «49~.  Runs the gambit, anyone who got on the calendar.  I met with center directors.  In «20».  I went to at least two centers while I was there.  I went to «6M»; I went to the «4W» «6H» «5l».  Mr. «5Q» had meetings at the centers.  I went with him.

__50/  To sit in on his meetings occasionally, assure that he had what he needed for the trip.  I observed, listened; I tracked actions that came from the meetings; I maintained a list of who at the centers gave Mr. «5Q» briefings; he liked to send thank-you notes.  I let the actionee know that they have an action if they were not present.

__51/  Sometimes the actions were for me; I did them.  He may ask me to call a center and have them provide a list of some new technologies that were being developed; I call the center; they prepare it; they give it to me.  I maintain a good short term memory of those items.

__52/  I am a list maker; I kept many lists of outstanding items.  I maintained it.

__53/  

__54/  He attended every meeting on the calendar.  Sometimes I decided to take notes on a meeting; sometimes Mr. «5Q» instructed someone to take notes at a meeting; Mr. «5Q»'s meetings.

__55/  They were not kept in any formal, official file.  I was tasked by Mr. «5Q» to find some notes of a meeting.  I maintained a file that had all of the handouts and briefings from meetings; I go to that file and get the briefing package.  That was part of the administrator's files; it was files that were kept in the administrator's suite; they are no longer there.

__56/  

__57/  I went back up there; they were emptied out of that room; I was told that they had been sent to the library.  I understood that to be the «7T» headquarters library.  The executive assistant who replaced me said that they had been sent there.  His name was ~53~ ~4f~.  He was executive assistant for less than a year, more than two months.

__58/  I asked, “Where did the files go”; I was told, “They were sent to the library”.  This was after «49~.  In «6a~; it was after I had left «20».  I left «20» in »65» «49~.  I returned to the «4W» «6H» «5l» and my home.  At «4W», I went to work in the «6H» «7v» «1a» office.  As contracting officer.

__59/  ~4L~ «5C».  Ms. «5C» and I worked together.  ~4L~ assigns work as the principal contracting officer.  There were other contracting officers.  We worked in the same office.  They were contracting officers.

__60/  They took their lead from ~4L~.  I dealt with «6M» on two «25» issues; I worked on a contract to bring a «38» space agency astronaut on board.  On board as a contractor, a consultant.  It was for the «6H» «7v» «1a».  I was reassigned on »7R» »5N~, «1h~.

__61/  To the director's office.  The director was Dr. ~8F~ «2m».  I am in the director's office.  I have been in the director's office since »7R» »5N~, «1h~.  In «6a~, I was executive assistant to Dr. «2m»; I became the «2R» «24» of «8A» later; that is my position.

__62/  I am an «3I».  At level one.  I became a «7S» »0F~ in the summer of «5s~.  When I first went there, I was »7K~ grade.  My grade when I left «20» was »2l~.  As I entered the «6H» «7v» «1a»'s office, I was a »2l~.  I had no promotion before I left.  I was a »5z~ in the director's office.

__63/  In »7R» «6a~, I was reassigned as a «31» »2l~.  I was promoted at that job from »2l~ to »5z~.  The «2R» «24» of «8A» position was new.  I was the first incumbent.  That is my position.  I have overall responsibilities for managing and coordinating the functions of the institutional side of the house.  Comprises «2q» «5X», «4U» «5A», the «5l» «4n».

__64/  «2j», «4D», «48».  “«5l» «4n»” is known as roads and commodes.  It is the logistics functions at the center and facilities.  My duties include «4i» and center operations, business administration and the budget.  I do not work on a budget request.  The «3g»'s office coordinates it.

__65/  The «3g» works directly for the center director.  The «3g» will come to me if they have issues that need addressing; I have delegated all functions down to the organizations.  Budget decisions; they come back up through the organizations to the center director for final decisions.  This is a budget for the entire center.  The budget is looked at as a whole, not as pieces; the budget includes program money.

__66/  «2z» allocates money for those purposes.  Deciding how it gets spent is not part of my responsibilities.

__67/  ~7I~ ~8H~ had asked me for my notes regarding the «61» meeting.  I received that request from Mr. ~8H~ in «5r~.

__68/  «20».  I reviewed publications for him, bringing them to his attention.  I reviewed the reading file.  It was prepared by the correspondence office.  That included incoming letters.  Mr. «5Q» had some concern about what industry press was saying.

__69/  I did not track what industry was saying.  «7T» had a clipping service.  It was separate from the daily reading file.  It went to Mr. «5Q» every day.  Someone does that.  «2q» «5X» did; sometimes «8L» «5X» did.  The clipping service provided clips.

__70/  It was all space-related.  Unless it involved the «6H» «1a».  The publications included «4z» WEEK AND SPACE «4A», SPACE «0Q», large city newspapers.  The «4R» ~2f~ TIMES, the «3O» «3m» «0I».

__71/  «3B» «22» maintained the calendars.

__72/  He had his daily calendar.  It was printed out each morning.  That was the calendar that I reviewed.  He meets with people at a center; they give him briefings on technology, activity; I call back to the center and ask for a list of the people who had provided briefings; we have «7H» «7j» prepare a thank-you note or response.

__73/  There was a woman named ~0L~, who has since retired; «0l» «75» took charge of «7H» «7j».  I get the briefings as part of my duties.  These were the briefings in the filing cabinet.

__74/  It was a regular calendar appointment book.  «3B» «22», the secretary, types up the schedule.  That is a word processing document.  By whoever had that piece of paper.  «3B» «22» maintained the appointment book.  Mr. «5Q» was not a computer user.  In «1J~.  He had one on a credenza behind his desk; I never saw him use it.

__75/  I had a computer on my desk.  It was a network.  This was a desktop computer.

__76/  I never treated the e-mail system as a place for official records.  My correspondence to centers dealt with my family.  That is to «4W»; it is to my family.  I used it for business.  To follow up on an action.

__77/  I identified things that must be maintained in the official file; I distinguish working records.  The working records are «7T» business.  That comes out of my «2j» background.

__78/  We have an information systems directorate.  ~68~ «1N» is in charge.  The information systems directorate has metamorphosed through bosses.

__79/  He is the «6Y» at the «4W» «6H» «5l»; that is separate from the information systems directorate.  The «6Y» deals with issues of policy; the information system directorate deals with issues of services and of implementation.  Functionality of the system.  That policy is a headquarters' decision.  It is an agency policy.  «4W» follows whatever headquarters says.

__80/  I have a written recusal of all matters dealing with information technology.  I have a computer at my desk.  I have had it since «0W~ or «49~.

__81/  “Do I need to save this note” is not a «7T» policy.  I reviewed all correspondence that was included in the daily reading file.  That was being prepared by «7H» «7j».

__82/  I reviewed his calendar.  He can receive something without my being aware.  Something may be hand-carried in; something may come in that was marked “Personal and «4l»”; he received secret documents; I have no secret clearance.

__83/  If someone walked in and had a private meeting with Mr. «5Q» and handed him a piece of correspondence, I have no knowledge.  Mail comes in through the correspondence system; otherwise, it goes in to Mr. «5Q».  The «0m» «1a» existed.  There were «0x» contractors.  There was a facility at «1l».

__84/  They were working on the «6H» «7v» «0m» «1a».  I did not know the structure of all the contracts involving «6H» «7v» «0m».

__85/  I know about the «6H» «7v» «1a»'s arrangement.  By the administrator.

__86/  It was part of the «7T» budget.

__87/  Mr. ~8Q~.  I said, “Mr. ~8Q~, I've been called to give a deposition”.  That was the first time I discussed it with him.  He said, “Oh”.  I said, “I have talked to Mr. «3T» about it, and he has told me to be forthright and honest”.

__88/  I talked to Mr. «3x».  I have never talked to Mr. «0p».

__89/  I have not talked to those people.

__90/  

__91/  

__92/  Before taking the job, I spoke to my predecessor.  ~6I~ «1v».  ~15~ «4O» may have been a predecessor in the position; I did not talk to her about the job.

__93/  ~6I~ «1v» described the job to me.  One is a go-for.  He was not the administrator; he was the executive assistant.  As executive assistant, my day was ten to twelve hours.

__94/  That was during the week; I frequently worked on weekends.  It averaged three to five weekends a month.  I did not work on the red and blue teams.  I gave them to ~4b~ «3x».

__95/  

__96/  

__97/  I sent them to him.  I had them in my desk.  It was in a personal file.  I have provided everything in my files on the «6H» «7v» «1a».  My personal files.

__98/  In «20».

__99/  I am present.

__100/  I was there.

__101/  

__102/  ~1s~ «54» chaired a panel that made the selection on the single prime.  ~1s~ «54» had a panel make a selection.

__103/  I was not at their meetings.  There were many discussions about the transition or moving to a single prime.  I was not a participant in the discussion.

__104/  Someone should develop a statement of work.

__107/  

__108/  The «1Y» and «1V» needed to go to «2z».  It is «6r~ to «89~.

__109/  I know of “the «61» meeting”; Mr. «5Q» also had meetings dealing with metrics; he met with multiple contractors; there are «61»'s in those meetings.

__110/  Aerospace contractors.  He meets with «0x» contractors for the running of «7T» and its programs.

__111/  One was the meeting called “the «61» meeting”; he also met with a group of contractors regarding contractor metrics.

__112/  If it was a briefing that was given to Mr. «5Q», this is a presentation I keep in those files.  I worked for her until she left the «4W» «6H» «5l».  She left.  She went to become a member of the «3v» «3R».

__113/  She is the associate administrator for «2j».

__114/  There was ~0o~ «7E»; there were some other «28» at headquarters.  There was a transition team.  «5e» «2M» is the legal office.  It is the «5g» of «2j».

__115/  ~0j~ «6S» was the head of «2j»; he left; ~1f~ «7C» was brought in as the head of «2j»; ~0o~ «7E» became the head of «2j».

__116/  He was in frequent discussions with people involving the redesign of the «6H» «7v».  It includes Mr. «3y», Mr. ~8Q~.

__117/  I have never been in «20».  Three options were developed.

__118/  For the «6H» «7v» «2w».  Mr. «5Q» was kept aware of the process; he provided feedback.  He frequently met with the people doing the redesign.  It was people on the «2w» team.  He met when «1I» «3o».  ~4L~ «5C».  ~7N~ «5o».  ~0o~ «7E», «2i» «6d», and others.  «5I~ and «4a~.

__128/  I attended the meeting.  I accompanied Mr. «5Q» to meetings; he asked me to be there.

__129/  I called no one; I maintained those files for the administrator.

__132/  I did not attend meetings in Mr. «5Q»'s stead.  He could have seen it without my seeing it.

__133/  ~0o~ «7E» and ~6Q~ «2h» were involved.

__138/  I prepared them.  In «8D~.  From an old piece of paper.

__139/  These were prepared in late «5s~.

__141/  ~7I~ ~8H~ called me up; he said, “Do you have any recollection of a meeting that happened with Mr. «5Q» and the «61»'s”; I said, “Well, I don't know”; he told me the date of the meeting.  He said, “Could you fax me the notes”; I said, “You might not be able to read them. They're in my shorthand”; I said, “Let me type them, and I will send them to you”; that complied with the request.

__159/  On »6t» »7G~, «7k~ in the morning, there are two action items for the administrator.  He notified the international partners.  He made a phone call to them.  The phone calls to the international partners were done from his office.

__162/  If I am working in the «6H» «7v» office at the «4W» «6H» «5l», they send it to me.  In »6X» «49~, I was at the «4W» «6H» «5l» and the «6H» «7v» «1a» office assisting with «2j» matters.

__163/  ~4L~ «5C».  With ~4L~ «5C».  Someone other than «8L» talks to the «2z» or «3b».  Other than Mr. «5Q».  Other than pursuant to a request from «2z» addressing him.  People in «8L» «5X»; we send members of the mission up on the «4J»; there were other times when people were asked to go talk to «2z» people.

__164/  Some were not sensitive subjects.  It is «69~ through «13~.

6/    {Q} Good morning, Ms. «7s». Thank you for coming today. I'll now show you a document and ask if you've seen this before. MR. «0B»: The court reporter will please mark it as Exhibit »6z~. («7s» Exhibit No. »6z~ marked for identification) {A} This looks like the document that I received by fax. {Q} Including the attachment? {A} Yes, although I would have to have the original that I received to compare them directly. {Q} Do you have it with you? {A} Excuse me? {Q} Do you have it with you? {A} No. {Q} No.





7/    MR. «0B»: Do you have it, Mr. «3T»? MR. «3S»: I'm not sure I have the one that Ms. «7s» received because she probably received it from ~7I~ ~8H~. I'm confident that it's the same thing, but I'd have to be looking at it to know that. MR. «0B»: But you told me you sent her the same thing he sent you. MR. «3S»: No. I sent ~7I~ ~8H~ - actually, you sent ~7I~ ~8H~ a copy. MR. «0B»: Correct. MR. «3S»: And when - one moment. MR. «0B»: If there are any differences - {A} This is what I received. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Okay. Take a quick moment and look at it and see if this is the same. {A} This is not easy. I do not have my glasses. It's been marked up. {Q} The difference being that it's today's date instead of the »0g~, correct?





8/    {A} Uh-huh, the »63~. {Q} Instead of the »63~, correct. {A} They look to be the same. {Q} Okay. Did you bring any documents today? {A} No. {Q} Did you review any documents before you came here today? {A} The documents I reviewed to see if they met the requirements of that have been provided. {Q} By whom? {A} I gave them to ~4b~ «3x». {Q} And what were they? {A} I do not recall specifically other than there was a briefing by «2n» «45» and there were some personnel opportunity documents. {Q} What are those? {A} Hiring. {Q} Who gets copies of those documents? MR. «3w»: Hopefully you already have. MR. «3S»: I want to note for the record that there is somewhat of a lack of clarity in terms of the notice insofar as it identifies documents which appear to be government documents as opposed to the witness's own personal papers.





9/    As far as we're aware, those documents have already been produced, the documents that fit those descriptions. I also mentioned to Mr. «8P» in a telephone conversation that to the extent that there may be any government documents within the scope of this notice that were not previously produced - again, I don't know; I don't think there are - but to the extent that there might be, the government would be entitled to »6g~ days to respond under «42» «1B~. And request for documents in a deposition notice, if it's addressed to the government, would still be subject to that «42» «1B~. To the extent that it's not addressed to the government but to the witness personally, it doesn't say one way or the other which it is. I think the understanding of the witness was these are basically - MR. «0B»: I think she can explain her own understanding. MR. «3S»: All right. I won't say what her understanding is. I can tell you what the government's understanding was in terms of addressing this, was that insofar





10/    as this was looking for government documents, there was no need to produce any documents in response to this at this time for both of the reasons that I gave. MR. «0B»: Okay. But you're aware there are a number of deficiencies in the production of the government at this point - MR. «3S»: That's a contention. MR. «0B»: - some of which have been identified. And during the process of identifying, we'll address those. I'm just interested in what she reviewed at this particular point, not in addressing the deficiencies in the government's production. We'll address that at a given place and time when that occurs, but right now I'm only interested in what she saw. {A} I also provided to ~7I~ ~8H~ my notes from a meeting that occurred in «20», which you-all have copies of those. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Those are handwritten notes or typed?





11/    {A} Typed. {Q} Okay. We'll get to that. You're referring to the »0A» »3X~ meeting? {A} Correct. {Q} First of all, let's go back. I believe we have your full name on the record. Would you tell me what your additional background is, please? {A} I attended ~5f~ «8J» ~12~ «81» «3j»; ~5f~ «8J» ~12~ «81» «1g»'s «36»; I attended «1S» ~60~ «10» «36»; and I also attended the «3l» of «0w» «23» «39». I have a degree in accounting, a bachelor of science degree, and I'm a «4u». {Q} And have you worked for any - what was your first job out of college, first full-time job? I'm not talking about college-type jobs. {A} «7T». {Q} At «7T». What was that position? {A} I was a contract specialist. {Q} Here at «4W»? {A} Correct. {Q} How long were you in that position?





12/    {A} From «2V~ as a co-op student until approximately »01» of «4m~. {Q} Did you have a warrant? {A} I did not until «7X~. {Q} And that was - so you were essentially without warrant until »01» of «0W~. In »01» of «0W~? {A} No. I said until »65» or »6X» of «49~, warrant. {Q} So you got your warrant in »65» or »6X» of «49~ is what you're telling me? {A} Yes. {Q} Okay. So the contract specialist from «2V~ - you're a co-op student - to »01» of «0W~, you had no warrant? {A} Correct. {Q} And you were here at «4W»? {A} Correct. {Q} Now, in »01» of «0W~, where did you go? {A} «20», «27». {Q} In what capacity? {A} As a detailee working in the «2j» area. {Q} Who did you work for? {A} ~1f~ «7C». {Q} Do you know how long she had been there at the time you were detailed?





13/    {A} No, I don't recall. {Q} What was her position? {A} I don't recall when I went there. She became the chief of staff. {Q} To whom? {A} ~2H~ «5Q». {Q} The administrator? {A} Of «7T». {Q} And did you get a new boss at that point, or did you go with her? {A} I don't understand your question. {Q} Did you go on to her staff, on to «5Q»'s staff at that point? {A} I worked for ~1f~ «7C» when she was the chief of staff for a brief period of time. {Q} And how long was that? {A} I don't recall specifically. {Q} Approximately? {A} I don't recall specifically. At some point between when I first started working there and prior to »30» of «49~, I became the assistant to the acting deputy director, ~3p~ «83». It may not be his correct title.





14/    It may be acting associate deputy - {Q} Director? {A} I'm not certain of the title. {Q} What was his position? {A} At that time he held the position that ~1s~ «54» currently holds. {Q} And Ms. «7C» remained the chief of staff? {A} I don't recall. I believe so for some period, yes. {Q} And then how long were you the assistant to the acting deputy director, to «83»? {A} I don't recall the number of months, but it was until approximately »30» of «49~. {Q} Why have you - I thought you said you worked for ~1f~ «7C» until approximately »30» of «49~. {A} I said that sometime between the period of »01» of «0W~ and »30» of «49~ I stopped working for ~1f~ «7C» and became the assistant to ~3p~ «83». {Q} Okay. {A} And I don't recall the specific date. {Q} Do you recall how many months you were in each position? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Was one longer than the other? {A} I don't recall.





15/    {Q} »30» of «49~, what did you do? {A} Approximately »30» I became the executive assistant to ~2H~ «5Q». {Q} Let's go back to when you worked for ~1f~ «7C». This was in «2j», I believe you said, correct? {A} (Witness nods head) {Q} What were your duties? {A} Initially, I was brought out there to relieve a backlog of «2j» reforms. Specifically, they had asked me to review the computer system. I never did that; rather, we ended up reviewing the overall structure and organization of «7T» as a whole. {Q} Just «2j» or the whole - the «2j» or the whole of «7T»? {A} The whole of «7T». {Q} That would be the centers, everything? {A} We were conducting, in essence, what was a zero-based review. {Q} Organizational? {A} Not just organizations, but the work itself and work assignments. {Q} For example?





16/    MR. «3S»: The question is a little unclear. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Give me an example. MR. «3S»: Well, it's still unclear. MR. «0B»: An example of what she's talking about? She knows what she's talking about. I don't know what's not clear except it's not clear to me. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Give me an example of what kind of work review you're talking about. {A} There were a series of red and blue teams that were reviewing work across «7T». They prepared reports dealing with what was going on in particular areas, whether or not it was «86» or «0x» or the «1O» «1a», and I typed up a lot of those reports. {Q} I assume you were acting professionally, not merely as a typist. Is that correct? {A} To some extent, yes. {Q} Well, what were your professional responsibilities in this review, overall structure? {A} I can't provide a specific example.





17/    {Q} Were you being used as a «4u»? {A} Not in the classic sense of financial or tax accounting. {Q} What did you do besides type the reports? {A} I attended meetings, reviewed input. I did a lot of correspondence control. {Q} Okay. {A} Checked calendars. {Q} Whose meetings did you review or did you attend? {A} Staff meetings under ~1f~ «7C». {Q} That would be ~1f~ «7C»'s staff meetings? {A} Correct. {Q} Any others? {A} Meetings with ~3p~ «83». {Q} Any particular subject matter on any of these? {A} Many of them were general staff meetings; some were meetings with people, employees or contractors. {Q} On any particular issues? {A} A variety of issues. {Q} Programs? {A} Some. {Q} What programs?





18/    {A} «86», for example. {Q} «86» and shuttle? {A} «86» is not shuttle. {Q} «86» is what then? {A} Wind tunnels, airplanes, not space vehicles. {Q} No «86» on the shuttle? MR. «3S»: Is that a question? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») It's no «86» on the shuttle? {A} There are certainly, as you well know, aerodynamics involved in the shuttle. «7T» has divided itself up into both «86» and «0x». {Q} And the shuttle does not fall into «86»? {A} Correct. {Q} It falls under «6H»? {A} Yes. {Q} So even though the shuttle flies in the atmosphere, it would be part of the «6H» «6e» at «7T»? {A} The «86» and «0x» are separate.





19/    Ship is considered «0x», Space «1x». {Q} Okay. So you reviewed that - that was one of the programs that you were reviewing - MR. «3S»: Was that - {Q} (By Mr. «0C») One of the structures of the «4d» «1a»? {A} I would not classify it as reviewing. I did not perform a review. I'm not technical. {Q} The structure of - the division that you just described between «0x» and «86» would be the structure - the type of structural division that you would be reviewing in your duties or not? {A} I've lost your train of thought. {Q} You just described a division of «7T». Even though the shuttle looks like an airplane and performs like an airplane and certain aspects of its missions - {A} We did not discuss those in «86» meetings. {Q} Did you discuss those in «0x» meetings? {A} If there were «0x» meetings, the shuttle would probably have been involved. {Q} So that's part - that is attributable to the «7T» structure, correct, that division?





20/    {A} Yes. {Q} You testified that you reviewed the overall structure of «7T»? {A} I would not testify to that. {Q} You did not review the - {A} I did not review personally. I am not technical. {Q} So what did you mean when you said you reviewed the overall structure of all of «7T»? {A} I reviewed meetings where presentations were made on the overall structure of how we did the work, where we could change emphasis or focus. {Q} In order to do what? {A} In order to meet budget requirements. {Q} With an emphasis on preparing the next budget or the current budget? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Was it both? {A} There was probably a degree of both. {Q} What was your purpose in those meetings then as a non-technical person? {A} It was a developmental position for me. {Q} How would it develop you? In «2j»?





21/    Were you a «2j» series civil servant at this point still? {A} Yes. {Q} At approximately what grade? {A} «5h». {Q} And it was to develop you to what? {A} Understand more fully the scope of «7T»'s work. {Q} And the career path that this development would take you where? {A} I did not know. {Q} Who detailed you? {A} «4W» «6H» «5l». {Q} Was it an established program or an individual detail? {A} Individual detail. {Q} Who detailed you? {A} I don't understand your question. {Q} Who by name sent you to «20»? {A} ~5V~ «40». {Q} And that was the director of human resources at «4W»? {A} No. {Q} That's your boss? {A} Indirectly. {Q} Who recommended you for this?





22/    {A} ~74~ «7E». {Q} How did you know ~74~ «7E»? {A} She had been my boss. {Q} Here at «4W»? {A} Yes. {Q} Was she working in a «2j» capacity at that point? {A} Yes. {Q} What was that? {A} At the time - at what time? {Q} At the time she detailed you or before - the time she was your boss. {A} At the time she was my boss, she was working in a «2j» capacity. {Q} And what was that capacity? {A} She was a branch chief. She later became a division chief, so she was my boss up the chain. {Q} And she knew your work, correct? {A} Yes. {Q} So she recommended you to go to «20» to this job with «6i» «3R»? {A} Correct. {Q} How long did you work for ~74~? {A} I started working for her full-time in «7c~, and I do not recall when she left the «4W» «6H» «5l» or I no longer worked for her.





23/    {Q} And so it was from «7c~ until she left? {A} As branch chief? {Q} Until she left «4W», you worked for her? {A} I worked for her when she was the branch chief of the branch I was within. {Q} And put a time frame around that for me. It's «7c~ to when? {A} I don't know when she became the division chief, and neither do I recall when she left the «4W» «6H» «5l». {Q} But you worked for her either directly or indirectly until she left «4W»? {A} Correct. {Q} Okay. With respect to these meetings that you attended in this developmental mode, what were your duties in attending them? {A} Listen, observe. {Q} Did you take notes? {A} Sometimes. {Q} Were you required to take notes ever? {A} On occasion.





24/    {Q} Was there a specific form that these notes had to be in? {A} No. {Q} What did you do with them when you took them? {A} Put them in my desk. {Q} They never became part of the file, permanent file? {A} No. {Q} Now, you also indicated that you reviewed input. What are you talking about? What kind of input are you talking about? {A} I don't recall the context of when I said that. Could you elaborate? {Q} You said that your duties included meetings, reviewed and corrected «7H» «7j» calendars. What kind of input? {A} If people provided reports, I may have read them, for example. {Q} And for what purpose? {A} Sometimes for editing. {Q} So they weren't final reports? {A} Some were, some weren't. They may have been. {Q} And would you ever summarize them for ~1f~ «7C»? {A} No. {Q} So what would you do with them? {A} Often return them, sometimes throw them away.





25/    It depended on the nature of the report. {Q} With comments? MR. «3S»: Do you want to make a full sentence on that question? It's not clear the way it's stated. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Returned with comments or without? {A} I don't recall returning items to ~1f~ «7C» with comments. {Q} Did you receive the reports from ~1f~ «7C»? {A} Your question is very vague to me. {Q} These reports that you were reviewing - it's because you haven't been real clear on your duties. If you can clarify your duties, perhaps it would help a little bit. These reports that you received as part of your duties, from whom did you receive them or what office or entity? {A} There are reports that were prepared by different organizations, and sometimes there were briefings that were given, along with a set of charts.





26/    So it would be from - on occasion, it would be from whoever was providing the briefing. I would have their briefing charts. There was a daily correspondence file that contained a lot of reports and briefings. With regard to the red and blue teams, those were prepared and sent to ~3p~ «83», who gave them to me to review for editing as well as reformatting. {Q} And these reports would be reformatted or edited for submission to someone else or some other organization? {A} Yes. The ones - for example, the red and blue team reports. {Q} And where would they be going, the red and blue team reports? {A} I don't recall where they went. Eventually, a report - a final report - that is, not draft - was prepared that summarized the results of the red and blue team reviews. {Q} And this was always part of ~1f~ «7C»'s staff? {A} And ~3p~ «83». {Q} And ~3p~ «83»'s staff. Did he work for her? {A} No. {Q} These were two separate things?





27/    {A} Yes. {Q} And you did correspondence control in both capacities as well? {A} No. {Q} Only in which one? {A} ~1f~ «7C». {Q} And what was «7H» «7j»? {A} «7H» «7j» is the organization that handles all incoming correspondence addressed to the administrator's office and distributes it and files it. {Q} Do you review it? {A} Pardon? {Q} Did you review it as well? {A} Review it? Define "it." {Q} Correspondence. {A} I read it. {Q} Did you segregate it in any way according to subject matter or prioritize it? {A} That was not my job, no. {Q} What did you do with it? {A} It - {Q} Did you catalog it? {A} It depended. If it was, for example, a congratulations letter to Mr. «5Q», one of the tasks that I did was to provide a response.





28/    Often if it was something else, for example, a letter on «86», I simply read it. {Q} And then what would you do with it? {A} Forward the file. {Q} To whom? {A} It was forwarded - circulated throughout the office. {Q} And it would be circulated next to whom? {A} I don't know. {Q} After you saw it, where would you send it? {A} I would put it in my out basket, and the secretary would forward it. {Q} Was it a part of your job to know where it went? {A} No. {Q} None whatsoever? Now calendars, what did you do? {A} We had morning meetings where we reviewed the calendar of the day - who was doing what, who was going where - to ensure that we had, for example, a driver for a trip to the «4J». {Q} Would you do any direct scheduling of ~1f~ «7C»?





29/    {A} No. {Q} Who did that? {A} I don't know. {Q} Who did the administrative scheduling? {A} During what time frame? {Q} This time frame, «0W~. {A} I don't know. I did not work for him at the time. {Q} But ~1f~ «7C» did, correct? {A} Yes. {Q} She was the executive assistant, you said? {A} No. {Q} What did you say? {A} Chief of staff. {Q} Chief of staff. I'm sorry. So your maintenance of calendars included scheduling of various - {A} I did not maintain calendars. {Q} You reviewed calendars? {A} (Witness nods head) {Q} For what purpose? For scheduling services, making sure that services were - {A} Ensuring there weren't conflicts as well. {Q} And if there were conflicts, what did you do? {A} Resolve the conflict.





30/    {Q} And you did this for both «83» and for «7C» or only for «7C»? {A} Only «7C» during that time frame. {Q} What were your duties with Mr. «83»? {A} Accompanied him to meetings. {Q} And for what purpose? {A} If he wanted me to tend to any issues, he would ask me to perform a specific task. {Q} Were these local to the «20» area, the meetings? {A} Correct. {Q} Out of town as well? {A} No. {Q} Internal meetings only or also others? {A} I only recall internal meetings. {Q} And this was until around »30» of «49~, correct? {A} Correct. {Q} At which point you became executive assistant to the administrator? {A} Yes. {Q} What did your job description say, executive assistant to the administrator? {A} I don't recall. {Q} How did it differ from being chief of staff?





31/    {A} I was never the chief of staff. I don't know the difference. {Q} Are you familiar with ~1f~ «7C»'s job? {A} Yes. {Q} Did your job as executive assistant differ from that? {A} Yes. {Q} How did it differ? {A} ~1f~ «7C» was in the position of making decisions; I was not. {Q} Making decisions about what? {A} Personnel issues, policy issues. {Q} You made no decisions as an executive assistant at all? {A} Not with respect to personnel or policy. {Q} With respect to what could you make a decision as executive assistant? {A} That's too broad a question to answer. {Q} Did you have daily contact with Mr. «5Q»? {A} In? {Q} In your job as executive assistant? {A} When he was in town, yes. {Q} Did you ever travel with him? {A} Yes. {Q} When you traveled, did you have daily contact with him on the trips?





32/    {A} Yes. {Q} All right. Would you describe for me what you did first thing in the morning when you came in when you were in town as executive assistant? What would you do for Mr. «5Q» first thing in the morning? {A} Reviewed the schedule for the day. {Q} His schedule? {A} Yes. {Q} Okay. Then what? {A} Assisted him as necessary. {Q} He would just call on you? {A} No. {Q} You said "no"? {A} Correct. {Q} He would not call on you? {A} No. You asked if he would just call on me. {Q} Oh, and you said - he would just call on you when he needed you? {A} No. {Q} Okay. How would you interact with him? {A} If he were going to a meeting, I would accompany him to a meeting, not all meetings. {Q} How would you know that you were to go or not to go?





33/    {A} Sometimes he would tell me he wanted me there; sometimes he would tell me he didn't want me there. {Q} Would there be an indication on the schedule? {A} No. {Q} Who prepared the schedule? {A} The secretary. {Q} Mr. «5Q»'s secretary - {A} Yes. {Q} - or yours? {A} Mr. «5Q»'s secretary. {Q} Okay. When you would review it, what were you reviewing it for? {A} Where he was going, what he was going to be doing. {Q} Okay. Would you inquire as to what he wanted you to do with respect to any items you saw on the schedule? {A} Sometimes. {Q} Okay. Give me an example of something that caused you to inquire? {A} If he had a «4J» visit, I would say, "Do you want me to go with you?" {Q} Okay. Otherwise, you would not go?





34/    {A} Otherwise? {Q} You would not go? {A} If he told me no, I would not go. {Q} Did you coordinate staff work for him for any of these visits to the «4J»? {A} No. {Q} Did you coordinate staff work for him for any meetings he attended? {A} I don't understand what your definition of "coordinate staff work" is. {Q} You're a staffer, correct? {A} Pardon? {Q} At this point you're a staffer? You're on his staff? {A} Uh-huh. {Q} That's what an executive assistant is, isn't it? {A} We may have differing opinions on what the definition of a "staffer" is. {Q} Give me yours. We'll work with that. MR. «3S»: ~5n~, it's your term, you know. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Give me what you understand "staff work" to mean. {A} I can't answer that.





35/    MR. «3S»: If the witness hasn't used a term, you can't assume that she even has a definition. It's not her terminology. MR. «0B»: She speaks «38». She's been in a fairly high level in the government. We all have been in the government. That's a fine distinction. It doesn't make any difference. She's aware that every executive does not do everything. He has a staff that accomplishes it. MR. «3S»: That's right, but that's not what the question is. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») The question is, did you coordinate the accomplishment of that work by his staff? {A} I cannot answer that with a "yes" or a "no." {Q} Well, we'll take it one step at a time then. Let's assume that there is an «86» issue - a hypothetical now, not real - and it has to be worked in a bureaucratic sense for the «4J». Let's say «1G» - that's not «86»; let's say «0x» - because the «1G» blew up.





36/    That's a classic issue of something that has to be worked. Clearly, it is going to be staff involvement; administrative staff is going to be involved. Who would coordinate the staff? MR. «3S»: Objection; the question is vague as to the word "worked." That's a certain kind of a jargon that doesn't add to the clarity and precision of the testimony. MR. «0B»: Does she understand the question? MR. «3S»: It doesn't matter whether she understands it or not. The transcript is going to contain something that is not going to be clear if you use jargon and assume that the witness understands it and understands it the same way you do or the same way anybody who reads it would understand it. MR. «0B»: We can be here the rest of the week, Mr. «3T». {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Do you understand the question? {A} Let me answer in what I think you're trying to get at.





37/    Did I go round up answers on this «86» issue? {Q} No. I said who coordinated the effort to develop the administrator's testimony for the «4J»? {A} The «8L» «5X» office coordinated all testimony for Mr. «5Q» on the «4J». {Q} Okay. Let's say we had something that was not «4J» involvement. He would be speaking at a civic organization, for example, and it would require someone to draw together resources from around «7T». Would that be something that you would do? {A} If it dealt with a «2q» «5X» issue, for example, speaking at a civic event, «2q» «5X» generally handled it. To the extent of my involvement with staff work, I might assure that he had his speech in hand, that he had a presentation item in hand. {Q} Who would send a task to the appropriate office such as «2q» «5X» or «8L»? {A} Sometimes I did. More frequently it was the administrator speaking with the associate administrators. {Q} In his staff meetings? Would he be speaking to them in his staff meetings when these jobs would be handed out?





38/    {A} No, not generally. {Q} It would be a one-on-one type of thing if he had called them or directed you to call them? {A} You're giving me a hypothetical that I can't agree to. {Q} Would you ever call them and say, "The administrator wants you to take care of this piece of business"? {A} Occasionally. {Q} And that would be either at his request or self-initiated on those occasions you did it? {A} Probably a little bit of both. {Q} Who took care of Mr. «5Q»'s travel arrangements when you were executive assistant? {A} His secretary. {Q} Did he or she also take care of yours as well? {A} I don't recall who took care of my travel arrangements. {Q} You coordinated it, though, or did someone coordinate it? {A} Yes. One of the secretaries in the suite did. {Q} And did you have a secretary?





39/    {A} No. {Q} What did you do for secretarial assistance? {A} I used the other principals - I used the principals' secretaries. {Q} By "principals," who do you mean? {A} Mr. «5Q», ~1f~ «7C», Mr. «83». {Q} Would that depend on for whom you were performing a particular task? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Who made appointments for the administrator? {A} A variety of people. {Q} Was there one central appointment book? {A} Yes. {Q} Who kept it? {A} Mr. «5Q»'s secretary. {Q} And do you recall who that was? {A} «3B» «22». {Q} Now, when this variety of people made appointments for him, would they check with you or only with her? {A} Sometimes they asked me to check with her, and sometimes they would check with her directly to get it entered into the book. {Q} Would there ever be a screening to determine if a given appointment was going to be allowed or not?





40/    {A} Sometimes people would ask questions regarding whether Mr. «5Q» wanted to meet with this person or not. {Q} Who would make the decision, that decision to meet or not to meet? {A} It depends on the situation. {Q} Would you ever make that decision? {A} I don't recall. {Q} You don't recall ever making the decision, or you don't recall - {A} I don't recall a specific incidence. {Q} Where you made the decision? {A} Correct. {Q} But you could have? {A} Yes. {Q} Now, for these meetings, whose duty was it to inform and prepare Mr. «5Q»? {A} For what meetings? {Q} Any meetings that he had on his appointment book. {A} It would depend on the subject matter. {Q} Okay. Give me an example. If it involved a budget issue, let's say, would that be something that you would brief him on?





41/    {A} No. {Q} Who would do it? {A} Most likely, someone out of the chief financial officer's office. {Q} So when an appointment is made, who determines what issues are involved and coordinates the preparation? {A} I don't recall specifically. It would depend on the situation. {Q} Wouldn't you as executive assistant make that determination? {A} Of? {Q} What the issues are and what information needs to be gathered for the administrator to be prepared for the meeting? {A} No, I would not make that decision. {Q} «3B» «22» would make it? {A} No. {Q} Then who? {A} It would depend on what the meeting was. For example, if it was a budget issue, the chief financial officer would make that decision and would come forward with the appropriate information or data. {Q} So would each significant officer review the schedule to determine for him or herself whether or not they should provide data to the administrator?





42/    {A} I don't believe there's ever a case where each associate administrator would come look at the calendar and decide what to do. {Q} Well, how would they know whether there was a meeting affecting their functional area on the calendar if they didn't do it? {A} Most often, they were the ones who put the meeting on the calendar. {Q} So if they didn't put the meeting on the calendar, how would they know? Would that be your duty? {A} I don't recall that I did that. {Q} «3B» «22»'s duty? {A} I don't recall that she did that. {Q} So as executive assistant to the administrator, just what were your duties? {A} To do what Mr. «5Q» wanted me to do, to assure that he had the - that he was on time to meetings, to assure that - for example, I knew that there was a regular list of things that he liked to have when he went to do a public speaking event. He wanted to have presentation items.





43/    He wanted to have meatball pens. He wanted to have his speech in a particular blue book - box. He had a lot of structure to the way he operated. {Q} Did he inform you of the structure, or did you have to determine it yourself? {A} I determined it by observation. {Q} And you gave us a list of things here. Did it include talking points? I don't recall if you said that or not. {A} I did not say that. If it was a speaking event, he generally had a speech or some set of talking points with him. {Q} And who would prepare the speech? {A} Speeches were prepared by a speech writer. {Q} Would you arrange that as executive assistant? {A} In meetings that we had where we would review the calendar, the speech writer was generally always in those meetings and would know that a speech was coming up. {Q} Was there a structure for coordination of the speech? {A} Not a hard set structure. Most often - and I'm speaking of a public speech - the speech writer would talk to Mr. «5Q», ask him for what the themes were that he wanted to have addressed.





44/    He or she would prepare the speech, would give it to Mr. «5Q» for review. They would discuss it. He would put his changes in - he would discuss changes he wanted to see made to the speech, and it went back and forth through generally several iterations. {Q} Did you generally attend those speeches that he gave when he gave them? {A} Yes, when they were in town. {Q} Were you also a party at these meetings that you just described? {A} Sometimes. {Q} Was it Mr. «5Q»'s habit to digress from his prepared text in these matters? {A} When he gave a speech? {Q} When he gave a speech, yes. {A} Generally, no, for public speeches. {Q} Were they handed out? Were the text of the speeches given to the press before he gave them generally? {A} I don't recall that ever happening. {Q} Were text of the speeches ever given to the press?





45/    {A} I don't recall that ever happening. {Q} If they were given to the press, who would give them to the press? {A} I don't know. {Q} Would «2q» «5X» be the logical candidate? {A} Yes. {Q} Who prepared talking points for Mr. «5Q»? {A} They generally were prepared by the cognizant office. {Q} Cognizant of what? {A} For example, if the - if Mr. «5Q» was going to give a remark on «86», then it would be someone in the «86» office who would prepare talking points and perhaps even brief Mr. «5Q». {Q} And the briefing would take the place. How formal would it be? Would it be stand-up with slides? {A} No. It would be in his office. {Q} Just sitting down and discussing it? {A} Correct. {Q} How was a decision made between speech preparation and talking points preparation?





46/    {A} Speeches were for formal events. {Q} Whether public or private? {A} I don't know how you can have a public event that's private. {Q} Whether the event is public or private, if there's an event, say, a «7T» employees' meeting where he's going to give a speech, would he have a speech prepared for that, or would he have talking points prepared for that? {A} I don't know. {Q} I consider that a private matter. {A} I don't recall specifically. {Q} Were you ever involved directly in preparations for any meeting that Mr. «5Q» had in «0W~, «49~? {A} Define "directly involved." {Q} Were you involved as a principal actor in preparing for any meetings that Mr. «5Q» had in «4m~ or «7X~? {A} I would have to say no, using what I - using your definition. {Q} My definition. Let's change it then. Were you ever given specific and direct responsibility for preparing for particular meetings in that time frame?





47/    {A} I don't recall. I never prepared talking points for him, for example, with the exception that one time when another person out of «2j» and I were asked to prepare a speech for Mr. «5Q» on «2j» reform, and we wrote it. {Q} And what was your relationship to ~1f~ «7C» during this time frame? {A} She was the chief of staff, and we interfaced with each other. {Q} So how does executive assistant's duties - how did they differ from chief of staff? {A} Chief of staff could make personnel and policy decisions. I could not. {Q} Okay. Can you give me a definition of "executive assistant" that I can use as a working definition for the rest of the day? {A} Not off the top of my head. {Q} Do you want to think about it a little bit over the break? {A} (Witness nods head) {Q} Let's go on a little bit further. Did you ever meet with people in Mr. «5Q»'s stead? {A} I don't recall ever doing that.





48/    {Q} Did you ever attend meetings on his behalf and report to him on those meetings? {A} I don't recall ever attending a meeting on his behalf and reporting to him. {Q} Do you ever recall reporting to him on a meeting? {A} I may have commented on a meeting I had attended. {Q} Never reported? {A} Not in the sense I believe you mean it. {Q} What sense do you mean it? {A} Where I tell him what the results were from a meeting or the substance of the meeting. {Q} Did you meet with «2j» people when you were executive assistant? {A} I was probably in several meetings with «2j» people. {Q} On what subjects? {A} A variety of subjects. {Q} Procurement-related? {A} «2j» reforms, contractual issues. {Q} Financing? {A} There may have been some budget issues. {Q} Acquisition strategies? {A} There were probably some acquisition strategy sessions that I attended.





49/    {Q} Any meetings with contractors? {A} I sat in on some meetings with contractors. {Q} During «0W~, «49~? {A} Yes. {Q} On any particular program? {A} No. Runs the gambit, anybody who got on the calendar. {Q} Center directors, did you meet with center directors? {A} Yes. {Q} In «20»? {A} Yes. {Q} At the centers? {A} I recall coming to - going to at least two centers while I was up there. {Q} Which two? {A} I recall going to «6M», and I recall going to the «4W» «6H» «5l». {Q} Do you recall the purpose? {A} No, I don't. Mr. «5Q» had meetings at the centers. {Q} So you went with him? {A} Correct. {Q} And what were your duties in these meetings?





50/    {A} To sit in on his meetings occasionally, assure that he had what he needed for the trip. {Q} When you'd sit in, what would you do? {A} Observe, listen. If there were any actions that were assigned, I would track the actions that came from the meetings. I would also - generally, I maintained a list of who, for example, at the centers gave Mr. «5Q» briefings because he liked to send thank you notes. {Q} Would you draft the thank you notes? {A} I don't recall drafting thank you notes to briefings at centers. {Q} Did you have a formal system for tracking actions that resulted from these meetings? {A} No. {Q} How did you track them? {A} I would let the actionee know that they had an action if they weren't present. I don't recall that actions weren't followed up on. {Q} Do you have any kind of what we in the legal business would call "docket control"? Do you understand that phrase, term? {A} I don't know what that means.





51/    {Q} Would you put the action on the calendar and check with the actionee to see that the action was completed? {A} No. {Q} How would you find out if one wasn't completed? {A} I don't recall that actions weren't completed. If they weren't, somebody would let me know. {Q} That somebody would be Mr. «5Q»? {A} Perhaps. Sometimes the actions were for me, and I did them. {Q} For example? Give me an example of an action that would be for you. {A} He might ask me to call one of the centers and have them provide a list of some new technologies that were being developed, and I would call the center and they would prepare it and they would give it to me. {Q} Okay. Did you ever put on your calendar the date it was promised and follow it up? {A} No. I maintain a very good memory of - short term memory of those items. {Q} So you maintained all this in your head? {A} And I had - I have lots of notes and «1w» notes that I kept on my desk.





52/    {Q} If an action wasn't completed, why would you be let known - why would you be led to know an action wasn't completed if it wasn't? {A} Someone might call me and say, "~14~, I can't get that report to you today." Or Mr. «5Q» might say to me something like, "Did you get that report yet?" I'd go, "I didn't get it," if it had not come in. {Q} And you didn't maintain any way to follow up to assure that you didn't have that conversation? {A} I am a list maker. I kept many lists of outstanding items. {Q} In a notebook? {A} Yes, as well as piles of «1w» notes and notes on paper. {Q} And was this maintained by a secretary for you, these notes? {A} No. {Q} How was it maintained? {A} I maintained it personally. {Q} And you kept these lists and checked them daily? {A} Not necessarily daily, but regularly, frequently.





53/    {Q} When you attended meetings, you didn't take - you said you didn't take notes at the meetings. Is that correct? {A} Sometimes I took notes, I said, I believe. {Q} Was there always someone to take notes at these meetings? {A} No. {Q} Never undocumented meetings? {A} Undocumented in the sense that there were no notes taken? {Q} Or in any sense. MR. «3S»: You've got to say what you mean. MR. «0B»: She said no notes were taken. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Was there a summary prepared of the results? {A} What result? {Q} Of the meeting. {A} I don't recall. That was not a regular part of the process. {Q} What was the regular process? {A} I'm not sure there was a process. {Q} No process at all?





54/    MR. «3S»: The real question has been asked and answered. Now you're getting into … {Q} (By Mr. «0C») There was no process, no structure for having these meetings? {A} That's not correct. {Q} What structure is there? {A} If the meeting was on the calendar, he attended the meeting. There may or may not have been someone taking notes. It depended on the meeting. {Q} And how would the decision be made as to whether or not notes would be taken? {A} I don't know how that decision was always made. {Q} Who made that? {A} Sometimes I decided to take notes on a meeting. Sometimes Mr. «5Q» instructed someone to take notes at a meeting. I'm speaking specifically of Mr. «5Q»'s meetings. {Q} And those notes of Mr. «5Q»'s where he was a participant would become part of his file? {A} No, not necessarily.





55/    {Q} What would happen to it? {A} I don't know. {Q} If he instructed them to take notes and they took notes, what would they do with the notes? What was the routine pattern and practice in the agency with regard to those notes? {A} They were not kept in any formal, official file. {Q} What was done with them? {A} I don't know. {Q} Kept at the note taker's desk or wherever the note taker just determined to put them? {A} I don't know. {Q} Were you ever tasked by Mr. «5Q» to find any notes of a given meeting? {A} Yes. {Q} And what did you find? {A} I maintained a file that had all of the handouts and briefings from meetings, and I would go to that file and get the briefing package. {Q} And that was part of the administrator's files? {A} Yes. I want to qualify that. It was files that were kept in the administrator's suite.





56/    They are not there any longer. And so when you say "administrator's files," I'm not sure what you mean. You may mean something different. {Q} Where are they kept now - {A} I don't know. {Q} - if they're not in a suite? {A} I don't know. {Q} Doesn't he have his own file room? {A} When I was there, no. {Q} To your knowledge, does he now have one? {A} I do not know for certain. {Q} Do you have a suspicion? MR. «3S»: Objection to any questions about suspicion. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Do you know either directly or indirectly that he has his own file room? MR. «3S»: I will object to the lack of foundation, but you can go ahead and go with this one. {A} Do I know what now?





57/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») That either directly or indirectly that he has his - {A} Currently? {Q} Yes. {A} I have no knowledge. {Q} So then how do you know that they are not in his office now? {A} Because after I left «20», I went back up there. I had maintained two file cabinets, and they were emptied out of that room, and I was told that they had been sent to the library. {Q} And you understood that to be which library? {A} The «7T» headquarters library, I assumed. {Q} And who told you that they had been sent there? {A} The executive assistant who replaced me. {Q} And what was his or her name? {A} ~53~ ~4f~. {Q} And is he still the executive assistant? {A} No. {Q} Who is? {A} I don't know. {Q} Do you know how long he was executive assistant? {A} No, I don't. Less than a year, more than a couple of months. {Q} Can you tell me why you asked about those files?





58/    Why you asked Mr. ~4f~ about those files? {A} I'm not sure I asked him about the files. {Q} What was the reason for inquiring about the status of the contents of those filing cabinets, then? {A} I asked, "Where did the files go?" And I don't recall whom I asked that of. I was told by whomever, "They were sent to the library." {Q} And this was in «49~? {A} No. It would be after «49~. {Q} About when? {A} Sometime in «6a~. It was after I had left «20». {Q} And when did you leave «20»? {A} »65» of «49~. {Q} Where did you go when you left «20»? {A} I returned to the «4W» «6H» «5l» and my home. {Q} In what capacity at «4W»? {A} I went to work in the «6H» «7v» «1a» office. {Q} In what capacity? {A} Contracting officer.





59/    {Q} Were you the principal contracting officer? {A} No. {Q} Who was? {A} ~4L~ «5C». {Q} You worked for Ms. «5C»? {A} We worked together. {Q} So how was the labor divided? {A} ~4L~ would assign work as the principal contracting officer. {Q} Okay. When she assigned work, how did she divide it generally? Was there a rationale as to how it was divided between you? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Were there other contracting officers? {A} Yes. {Q} How many? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Did they work on the same level with you and ~4L~ «5C»? {A} We worked in the same office. {Q} The same level of responsibility as you and ~4L~ «5C»? {A} They were contracting officers. {Q} Were they - did they work for you and ~4L~ «5C» or -





60/    {A} They took their lead from ~4L~ most often. {Q} So at this point - this is »65» of «49~ - this is before the award of the «5B» letter contract. Is that correct? {A} I don't recall when that was assigned. {Q} Were you principally working with «5B»? {A} No. {Q} Who were you working with as contractors? {A} I don't recall who I worked with directly. I know I dealt with «6M» on a couple of «25» issues, and I spent a great deal of time working on a contract to bring a «38» space agency astronaut on board. {Q} On board what? {A} As a contractor, a consultant. {Q} For what? {A} I don't recall what his specific duties were at this time. {Q} Was it for the «6H» «7v» «1a», though? {A} Yes. {Q} And how long were you in the «6H» «7v» «1a» office? {A} I was reassigned on »7R» »5N~ «1h~, a very short time. {Q} To where?





61/    {A} The director's office. {Q} Who was the director at this point? {A} Dr. ~8F~ «2m». {Q} And is that where you are currently? {A} I am in the director's office. {Q} Have been continuous since «1h~? {A} I've been in the director's office since »7R» »5N~ «1h~. {Q} In the same position? {A} No. {Q} What positions have you held? Start in «6a~ when you were first assigned. {A} I was executive assistant to Dr. «2m». They changed my title sometime, and I don't recall the exact date, and I don't even recall the exact title they changed it to. And then I became the «2R» «24» of «8A» later, which is my current position. {Q} When did you become «2R» «24» of «8A»? {A} I don't recall the specific date. {Q} Approximately? {A} I don't recall.





62/    {Q} Is that an «3I» position? {A} It was not when I entered it. {Q} Is it now? {A} I am an «3I». {Q} At what level? {A} One. {Q} And when did you become a «7S» »0F~? {A} The summer of «5s~, I believe. {Q} When you first went to the director's office, you were what grade? {A} I was »7K~, I believe. {Q} Were you a »7K~ when you left «20»? {A} No. {Q} What was your grade when you left «20»? {A} »2l~. {Q} And at the «6H» «7v» «1a»'s office, you were what grade? {A} A »2l~ as I entered it. {Q} And you left as a - {A} I don't believe I had a promotion before I left it. {Q} Did you go directly from »2l~ to »7K~ then? {A} No. {Q} Where were you a »5z~? {A} In the director's office. {Q} So in »7R» of «6a~ when you were reassigned, you were reassigned as a «31» »5z~?





63/    {A} No, »2l~. {Q} So you were promoted there at that job from »2l~ to »5z~? {A} After a period of time, yes. {Q} Was the «2R» «24» of «8A» position existent at the time you became the associate director of management? {A} It was a new position. {Q} And you were the first incumbent? {A} Correct. {Q} And that's your current position? {A} Correct. {Q} And what are your duties? {A} I have overall responsibilities for managing and coordinating the functions of, for shorthand's sake, the institutional side of the house. {Q} Which comprises what? Comprises what? {A} «2q» «5X», «4U» «5A», the «5l» «4n». {Q} When you say - {A} «2j», «4D», «48». {Q} "«5l» «4n»" would be what?





64/    {A} It's familiarly known as roads and commodes. {Q} Civil engineering type of functions? {A} It is the logistics functions at the center and facilities. {Q} Okay. And what else? {A} What else? {Q} That's all of your duties, is «4i» and center ops? {A} No. I also said business administration - {Q} Yes. {A} - and the budget. {Q} You work on the program memorandum for the budget? That would be part of your job? {A} Pardon? {Q} The program memorandum for the budget would be part of your job? {A} I'm not certain what a "program memorandum" is. {Q} Budget request? {A} I do not work on that per se, no. {Q} Do you coordinate it? {A} The «3g»'s office coordinates it. {Q} Does the «3g» respond principally to you? {A} No. {Q} No. You're co-equal?





65/    {A} The «3g» works directly for the center director. {Q} So I'm trying to get in my mind clearly what your budget function is then. Exactly what is it? {A} The «3g» will come to me if they have issues that they need addressing. In my role, I have delegated all functions down to the organizations. {Q} What kind of functions are we talking about here? {A} Budget decisions, etcetera. And then they come back up through the organizations to the center director for final decisions. {Q} So this would be operation and maintenance type budget - a type of budget? {A} For the entire center. {Q} For the entire center? {A} Yes. {Q} There would be no program money involved here? {A} The budget is looked at as a whole, not as pieces of it. Yes, the budget includes program money. {Q} «2z» allocates money for those purposes and -





66/    {A} I'm aware of that. {Q} So there's a distinction between program money and «1j» and «2F» money, less control over program money. Now, would you deal with the program money? MR. «3S»: Object to the question. There's too much testimony in that. Where's the question? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Would you deal with the program money and how? {A} No. {Q} No? So that's really not part of your responsibilities? {A} Not in terms of making decisions about how it gets spent. MR. «3S»: I'd just like to note for the record - I'll let you go on if that's what you want - this case is about an alleged contract - an alleged breach of contract occurring in «7X~. You know, what the witness's duties are today and various things that go on today might be interesting. I don't see the relevance.





67/    If you want to go on with it, go on with it, but we're dragging on a lot of time. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Have you seen the pleadings in this case, copies of the pleadings? {A} No. {Q} Have you discussed them with anyone? {A} I don't know what the pleadings are, so I don't know if I've discussed anything. {Q} Has anyone told you what the contents of them are? {A} No, not to my knowledge. {Q} Have you ever been requested to look for documents concerning this case? {A} I received this request and the notice of deposition. {Q} By "this" you're referring to Exhibit »6z~? {A} This notice of deposition and Attachment «02», and I had received a request from ~7I~ ~8H~ for my notes regarding the - what is known as the «61» meeting. {Q} Do you recall when you received that request from Mr. ~8H~? {A} In «5r~. {Q} Do you recall the month or - {A} No. I'm not certain when I sent that.





68/    {Q} Go back to «20». {A} Uh-huh. {Q} When you were executive assistant to Mr. «5Q», was it any part of your duties to brief him during the day regularly? {A} No. {Q} Did you review publications for him and bring them to his attention? {A} Yes. {Q} What did you review? {A} The reading file. {Q} Which was prepared by whom? {A} The correspondence office. {Q} And what was generally included in it? {A} Letters that had come in. {Q} Well, with regard to publications specifically. {A} No. {Q} To your knowledge - {A} I don't recall it. {Q} To your knowledge, did Mr. «5Q» have any concern about what industry press was saying? {A} Yes. {Q} How did he track that? {A} I don't know that he tracked it.





69/    {Q} Did you track it? {A} I did not track what industry was saying. {Q} Does «7T» have a clipping - or at that time did «7T» have a clipping service that - {A} Yes. {Q} And was that part of the daily reading file? {A} No. It was separate. {Q} Would it go to Mr. «5Q» every day? {A} I don't know that it went every day, but I believe it did. {Q} Would you review it and call matters to his attention? {A} No. {Q} Would anybody do that? {A} Yes. {Q} Who? {A} Occasionally, «2q» «5X» did and sometimes «8L» «5X» did. {Q} Did «1a» «3f» also do that? {A} I suppose there might be an occasion. {Q} Can you tell me what publications «2q» «5X» reviewed, if you know? {A} I don't know all of them. The clipping service provided clips. {Q} And that was an internal clipping service?





70/    {A} I don't know that. {Q} Was it only about space matters or matters touching on «7T», or was it more general? {A} It was all space-related. It wasn't, for example, what's happening in «7F». {Q} Unless it involved the «6H» «1a»? {A} Correct. {Q} And do you recall the publications that they would use? {A} Some of them. «4z» WEEK AND SPACE «4A», SPACE «0Q», various large city newspapers. {Q} «1z» «6v», «4R» ~2f~ TIMES? {A} Certainly the «4R» ~2f~ TIMES, the «3O» «3m» «0I». {Q} Did they track the «4J» newspapers? {A} I don't recall about the «4J» newspapers. I'm not even aware of a «4J» newspaper, per se. MR. «3S»: By the way, I might just note that we've been going for about an hour and a half, and I just think the witness ought to be advised that if she needs to take a break or is tired, she can.





71/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Of course, you at any time can take a break. All you have to do is ask. Do you want to take a short break now? {A} I'd rather keep going right now and complete this. {Q} Okay. Just let me know when you want one. Now, you've previously testified that, I believe it was, «3B» «22» maintained the calendars? {A} Yes. {Q} Who maintained the administrator's notebooks? {A} What notebooks? {Q} His personal notebooks that he kept. MR. «3S»: Assumes facts not in evidence. {A} Tell me what the notebook was. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Did he keep personal notes, to your knowledge? {A} No. {Q} Never did? {A} No. I'm not aware of any. {Q} Never took any. Did he use a «6G»? {A} No. {Q} How did he - how did he know where to go and when to be there?





72/    {A} He had his daily calendar. {Q} Which was in what form? {A} It was printed out each morning. {Q} On an »7W~ «6n~ »47~? {A} I don't remember the size of the paper. It was on a piece of paper, though. {Q} And that was the calendar that you said you reviewed? {A} Yes. {Q} Did he maintain a desk calendar personally? {A} No, not that I recall. {Q} Or a blotter calendar? {A} No. {Q} As he met people, you said he liked to send thank you notes. Did he maintain a card file on the people he met? {A} He did not. {Q} How did he know who to send thank you notes to? {A} When he met with people at a center, for example, and they gave him briefings on technology, activity, we would generally - I would call back to the center and ask for a list of the people who had provided briefings if I hadn't already gotten that and asked for their address, and we would have





73/    «7H» «7j» prepare a thank you note or a response of some sort. {Q} Who's in charge of «7H» «7j»? {A} Pardon? {Q} Who was in charge of «7H» «7j»? {A} During what period? {Q} During this «1J~ time frame. {A} At one point there was a woman - I don't recall her name, ~0L~ something - who has since retired, and then a woman named «0l» «75» took charge of «7H» «7j». {Q} Would you get copies of the briefings as part of your duties? {A} Yes. {Q} And these were the briefings that you said were in the filing cabinet - {A} Yes. {Q} - you maintained? {A} Uh-huh. {Q} The calendar that was maintained, was it maintained in a particular format? Was it a word processing document, or was it a «29» schedule calendar?





74/    {A} It was a book, a regular calendar appointment book. {Q} Okay. And then daily it was extracted? {A} «3B» «22», the secretary, would type up the schedule for the day. {Q} And that would be a word processing document? {A} Correct. {Q} Were those maintained chronologically once the schedule for the day was established? Were they - {A} The daily, pitched. {Q} By whom? {A} Whoever had that little piece of paper. {Q} So «3B» «22» didn't maintain a historical chronology of them? {A} No. She maintained the appointment book. {Q} Aside from the book, there's no other? {A} Not that I'm aware of. {Q} Was Mr. «5Q», to your knowledge, a computer user? {A} No, he's not. When I was there, he was not. {Q} During the «1J~ time frame? {A} Correct. {Q} Did he have one on his desk? {A} I don't recall.





75/    I believe he had one on a credenza behind his desk, but I never saw him use it. {Q} That computer then would - were you on a local area network in the office administrative suite? {A} I'm not - I can't attest to that. {Q} Did you have a computer on your desk? {A} Yes. {Q} Was it a network? {A} Yes. {Q} With whom? {A} I don't know. All I know is that I could send e-mail notes. {Q} And to whom would you send them to? {A} Whomever I needed to send something to. {Q} At a center? {A} Sometimes at centers. {Q} And was this a desktop computer or a notebook computer? {A} Desktop. {Q} And how did you maintain your e-mail records? {A} Define "maintain." {Q} If the e-mail related to a particular program, did you save it in a folder electronically or did you print it in hard copy and put it in the appropriate file?





76/    {A} I didn't file my e-mail. {Q} At all? {A} I don't recall. I certainly don't have any - currently have any e-mail notes at all from that time frame. I never treated the e-mail system as a place for official records. {Q} So what would you correspond about in the e-mail to centers? {A} Much of my correspondence to centers involved dealing with my family. {Q} That would be to «4W»? {A} Correct. It would be to my family. {Q} I see. Okay. Personal. Aside from personal e-mail - {A} Uh-huh. {Q} - did you use it for business? {A} Yes. {Q} What purpose? What business purpose? {A} To follow up on an action. {Q} For - {A} Send me the names and addresses of the people who gave briefings. {Q} Do you draw a distinction between working documents and official records?





77/    {A} I'm not sure what your definition of a "working document" is, but I consider that official records are things that have to be maintained in the official file. And, yes, I distinguished between things that must be maintained in the official file and things that don't. If the things that don't are classified as working records, yes, I distinguish them. {Q} That would probably be as good as any. But they would, nevertheless, be official business, the working records would be? {A} They would be «7T» business, yes. {Q} «7T» business. {A} Yes. {Q} And how do you determine which is which? {A} Which is official records for the file? {Q} Correct. {A} My understanding - and I believe it still is maintained - is that nothing on the e-mail is considered official record. That comes out of my «2j» background. {Q} Whether it's internal or to a contractor? {A} I don't recall ever sending e-mail to a contractor; and, yes, that's probably still the case.





78/    {Q} Are you familiar with the e-mail protective order in this case? {A} No, I'm not. {Q} No one has told you about it? {A} I don't know what you're talking about. {Q} Does the computer system fall into - at «4W» fall into the roads and commodes function of maintenance of the - {A} No. {Q} What system does it fall into? {A} We have an information systems directorate. {Q} And who is in charge of that? {A} ~1o~ - ~68~ «1N». {Q} You know, when was the information center - information systems directorate established? {A} I don't recall. It has metamorphosed through several different versions and bosses. {Q} It was ~1s~ «7s», I believe your husband, who was one of the principal persons involved in establishing it. Is that correct? {A} In establishing? {Q} The information systems directorate, qua, information systems directorate?





79/    {A} No. {Q} But he was the chief information officer here? {A} He is currently the «6Y» at the «4W» «6H» «5l». That is separate from the information systems directorate. {Q} Oh, it is? {A} Yes. {Q} And how is it separate? {A} The «6Y» deals with issues of policy. The information system directorate deals with issues of services and implementation issues. {Q} Functionality of the system? {A} Correct. {Q} So the policy decision on maintenance or on electronic mail - save, destroy, whatever - would be chief information officer's decision? {A} I believe that that policy is actually a headquarters' decision. {Q} As opposed to a «4W» decision? {A} It's an agency policy. {Q} Okay. So «4W» follows whatever headquarters says in that regard? {A} That would be my assumption.





80/    {Q} So my question is, who at «4W» would be familiar with the terms of the protective order? {A} I don't know. {Q} Any protective order involving non-destruction of electronic mail, who would be responsible? {A} I do not know. {Q} But it wouldn't be you? {A} Absolutely not. I have a written recusal of all matters dealing with information technology. {Q} You have a computer at your desk now, correct? {A} Correct. {Q} And you have had it throughout the entire period we're talking about from «0W~ to «49~, on up? {A} Uh-huh. {Q} Do you delete your own electronic mail? {A} I can erase a note. {Q} Have you done it? {A} Sure. {Q} In the «1J~ time frame? {A} Sure.





81/    {Q} What criteria did you apply? We're not talking about personal notes. I'm talking about business-type things. {A} Do I need to save this note. {Q} And that's the «7T» policy on it? {A} "Do I need to save this note" is not a «7T» policy. {Q} Okay. So what is the «7T» policy, the headquarters' policy on deletion, destruction? {A} I am not familiar with the policy. {Q} So how does the agency assure that people comply with the information policy? {A} That's outside my bailiwick. {Q} In your position as executive assistant to Mr. «5Q», you said you reviewed correspondence. Did you review all correspondence that came across his desk? {A} I can't say that I did. {Q} Is it fair to say that you probably did? {A} I reviewed all correspondence that was included in the daily reading file. {Q} Okay. And that was being prepared by whom? {A} «7H» «7j». {Q} Okay. And you also reviewed his calendar?





82/    {A} Yes. {Q} So would it be fair to say that you had a good idea of what the trends were in the correspondence, the issues he was looking at? {A} Not necessarily. {Q} Would he be able to receive something without you being aware of it? {A} Yes. {Q} By what means? {A} Something might be hand-carried in, and similarly something might come in that was marked "Personal and «4l»." He also received documents that were secret, and I don't have a secret clearance. {Q} If things were hand-carried, they would be given to whom when they came in? {A} I wouldn't know if it was hand-carried. {Q} There was no instruction to hand them to you? {A} No. {Q} Or to Ms. «7C»? {A} No. {Q} Or her successor as chief of staff? {A} I'm not aware of any instruction. {Q} In other words, there's no gatekeeper, no director to Mr. «5Q»?





83/    {A} If someone walked in and had a private meeting with Mr. «5Q» and handed him a piece of correspondence, I would have no knowledge of it. {Q} If a messenger came in with a document and said, "I have a document for Mr. «5Q»," would it go to whom? {A} If it was a piece of mail, it would come in through the correspondence system; otherwise, it would go in to Mr. «5Q». {Q} Directly? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Nobody would review it? {A} I don't recall a specific incidence. I'm not sure that that ever even happened, quite frankly. {Q} During «0W~, «49~, were you familiar with the «0m» «1a», «6H» «7v» «1a»? {A} I know the «0m» «1a» existed. I can't say that I was terribly familiar with it. {Q} Did you know who the contractors were? {A} I knew that there were a lot of «0x» contractors. {Q} Did you know what «1l» was? {A} I knew that there was a facility out at





84/    «1l». {Q} Do you know what its purpose was? {A} They were working on the «6H» «7v» «0m» «1a». {Q} Do you know who ~1o~ «5O» is? {A} I had heard the name. {Q} Did you know what the present contractual arrangement was for that program at that time? {A} No. {Q} Now you're a «2j» person - {A} Yes. {Q} - in an executive job with the largest program in the agency at the time, and you didn't know how it was structured. Is that your testimony? MR. «3S»: Object to the - what's the question? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Is that your testimony, that you didn't know how it was structured? {A} I did not know the specific structure of all the contracts involving «6H» «7v» «0m». {Q} Did you know the general structure?





85/    {A} In a very, very broad sense perhaps. {Q} Did you know who the four prime contractors were? {A} No. {Q} Do you know anything about the present «6H» «7v» «1a»'s arrangement? {A} Yes. {Q} Do you know how in «1J~ time frame the «6H» «7v» «1a» ranked in Mr. «5Q»'s priorities as administrator? {A} He did not tell me. {Q} From the correspondence could you tell? MR. «3S»: You're asking for an opinion? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») I'm asking if from the correspondence you can tell that there was a lot of activity involving the «6H» «7v»? MR. «3S»: That's a different question. {A} I don't recall how much correspondence was related to «6H» «7v», and that might not correctly indicate the interest in the program. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») By the administrator? {A} Correct.





86/    {Q} Do you know what, during this time frame, portion of the «7T» budget the «6H» «7v» represented? {A} No. {Q} Do you recall if it was major? {A} I said I did not recall. {Q} You don't even know if it was major? {A} It was certainly a big part of the «7T» budget. {Q} Since this case was filed over the last, I guess - well, let's say in the last six years, have you discussed it with Mr. «5Q»? MR. «3S»: Object to that question as ambiguous. Can you rephrase that? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Have you discussed this case with Mr. «5Q» any time over the last six years? {A} No. {Q} Discussed it with Mr. ~8Q~? MR. «3S»: I object to your referring to "this case" in connection with the last six years because this case was not filed six years ago. It was filed about a year ago. There was no case.





87/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Since »01» of «3M~, have you discussed this case with Mr. «5Q»? {A} No. {Q} Mr. ~8Q~? {A} Yes. {Q} What was that discussion? {A} I said, "Mr. ~8Q~, I've been called to give a deposition." {Q} Was that the first time you discussed it with him? {A} Yes. {Q} Had he ever discussed it with you prior to that? {A} No. {Q} And what did he say? MR. «3S»: The answer to the question was "no," and you're asking what did he say? MR. «0B»: Well, she told him that she had been called for a deposition. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») What did he say? {A} He said, "Oh." {Q} And that was all? {A} He may have said - made - I believe I said,





88/    "I have talked to Mr. «3T» about it, and he has told me to be forthright and honest." {Q} Did you talk to any other lawyers about it other than Mr. «3T»? {A} Mr. «3x». {Q} Any others? {A} No. {Q} Not Mr. «0p»? {A} No. I've never talked to him. {Q} Mr. ~8H~? {A} Never talked to him about this case. {Q} Mr. «2h»? {A} No. {Q} What about Mr. «3o»? Have you talked to him about this case? {A} No. {Q} Have you talked to anyone at «5B» about this case? {A} No. {Q} Or to former «82»? {A} No. {Q} Or «6R»? {A} Let's make it short. I've told you everything I've talked about. {Q} Have you read any newspaper articles or magazine articles about this case?





89/    {A} No. {Q} When I'm saying talked to these people, I include in that exchange of faxes, e-mail, or any other means of communication. Does your answer include those means of communication as well? {A} No. {Q} Okay. What - {A} I sent an e-mail to a gentleman this morning saying: "Sorry I haven't gotten back to you. I won't be able to meet with you today. I have to go give a deposition." And that - {Q} To none of those people that I talked - {A} No, I haven't talked to those people. {Q} Okay. What I'm going to do now at this point is we'll go off the record and take a quick lunch break. («2b» «2C») MR. «3S»: Before we proceed with the questioning, now that we've come back from this break, I want to state something for the record.





90/    In this case, on a number of occasions the judge has expressed a concern about the large amount of discovery that the plaintiff contemplates taking and how, if at all, this discovery is leading to substantiating anything on the plaintiff's position on the merits of this case. Now, so far today, I don't think we've had a single question all morning that dealt with the merits of the case or any of the allegations in the complaint. We've had a lot of background questions in excruciating detail about how this witness went about her duties when she was in a «5h», «3e» developmental position. We've had various other questions of this kind of an extremely background sort, and it's eaten up the whole morning with that and have yet to come to anything relating to the issues. Now, this is a burden on us. I'm busy; I've got a heavy case load. The witness is busy; she's got a lot of other work to do for «7T» besides sitting in this deposition. We're prepared to do our responsibility and respond to reasonable discovery, but we're just not going to be sitting and be held captive here while there's question after question that seems to be going nowhere.





91/    You can decide what's worth your while and what's not, but it's a burden on us, too, and we don't have to sit through this indefinitely. I assume that we're soon going to get to the point in this. I cannot promise - if you keep on with all this background line of questioning, I cannot promise that at the end of the day if you haven't finished what you really need to do that we're going to be back here tomorrow or as long as you think it might take. This deposition could be finished within the next couple of hours at most, I think, if we come to the point. We have not even started coming to the point yet here. I think we ought to do so. I say this because I want you to be on notice. I don't want at the end of the day to say, "Well, you know, we're out of here. You wasted your time." I'm telling you now you've been wasting a lot of time, in my view, and I have to say insofar as it wastes my time or the time of any other government official, and so I'm putting you on notice now that we're not going to sit through this indefinitely.





92/    MR. «0B»: Nice speech. Okay. Perhaps you'll instruct her to be more forthcoming and move on. MR. «3S»: Excuse me. She's been forthcoming with every single question that you've asked. If she doesn't know the answer to a question, the only forthcoming answer she can give is she doesn't know. If you ask a question that's vague or unclear, it's your responsibility to couch the question correctly. She has been as forthcoming as possible and as forthcoming as necessary. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Before taking the executive assistant's job, did you talk to anyone about the job, a predecessor perhaps in that job? {A} I talked to my predecessor, yes. {Q} Who was that? {A} ~6I~ «1v». {Q} And did you talk to anyone else, predecessors in that job? {A} I believe that ~15~ «4O» may have been a predecessor in the position.





93/    I did not talk to her about the job. {Q} Did they describe the position to you? {A} ~6I~ «1v» described the job to me. {Q} Okay. What was your understanding of what he said? {A} In essence, you're a go-for. {Q} Did he give - are you aware whether or not Mr. «5Q» uses his executive assistants in a manner different from any other administrator? {A} Administrator of «7T»? {Q} Correct. {A} I have no knowledge of any other administrators. {Q} So ~6I~ «1v» was administrator to «5Q»? {A} Excuse me? {Q} I mean executive assistant to «5Q»? {A} No, he was not the administrator. He was the executive assistant. {Q} Sorry, I misspoke on that. While you were there as executive assistant, how long was your average day? {A} Ten to twelve hours, depending on the nature of the meetings for the day and the work that was on the plate.





94/    {Q} And that was five days a week? {A} That was during the week, and then I frequently worked on weekends. {Q} Was that once a month, twice a month, or once a quarter? {A} That I worked on weekends? {Q} Yes. {A} It probably averaged three to four weekends a month, sometimes five weekends a month. {Q} And is it fair to say you worked on the red and blue teams? {A} No, I did not work on those teams. {Q} You didn't work on those teams. Now, refresh my recollection. Did you tell me what documents you reviewed before coming here today for this deposition? {A} You'd have to check the record. {Q} Did you? {A} Did I? {Q} What did you review? {A} I looked at the documents that I had in my files. {Q} And those files are where? {A} I gave them to ~4b~ «3x». {Q} Okay. MR. «0B»:





95/    Have all those documents been produced to us? «3w»: Everything she's given to my office have been sent to our headquarters for production. MR. «0B»: Have they been produced, ~2K~? MR. «3S»: I assume so. You know, some of the production went through ~7I~ ~8H~. MR. «0B»: Will you check on that for me, please? MR. «3S»: I can tell you we acted consistently with our responses to the request for production of documents. So if there were documents that were requested previously within the same scope as what's requested here - and I think they all overlap - and if we didn't object or say they didn't exist, then we either produced them or we made them available. I mean, a lot of the documents were reviewed on site. MR. «0B»: Will you check to see if they were all made available? That's all I'm asking.





96/    MR. «3S»: I can double-check, but we responded to your request. MR. «0B»: Just check for me, okay? MR. «3S»: I'll take that under advisement. I don't know how many times I can repeat the same tasks just because you've asked for it. By the way, it's not that simple because this involves finding out these various categories of documents, you know, what was sent over to you and hand-delivered to you, what was at headquarters, what was at some other site where you expected documents. I shouldn't have to go and track this process over again just because you're asking it now. But if I can, you know, with reasonable effort give you an answer on that, I'll do that. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Has anyone asked you to look for documents related to the »0A» »3X~ «61» meeting - {A} Yes. {Q} - other than what you just described in your notes before the break?





97/    {A} The only person that ever asked me for a copy of it was ~7I~ ~8H~. {Q} And you sent them all to him? {A} Correct. {Q} And that was your notes? {A} Yes. {Q} Where were those notes kept? {A} I had them in my desk. {Q} In a special file? {A} No. {Q} In any personal file? {A} It was in a personal file. {Q} Were there any other notes in that file that related to the «61» meeting? {A} No. {Q} You've been asked for your personal files related to the «0m» «1a» by Mr. ~8H~? {A} I don't know that I've been asked specifically for my documents related to the «0m» «1a», but I've provided everything I had in my files on the «6H» «7v» «1a». {Q} Your personal files as well? {A} Yes. {Q} You indicated that you went to «20» in «4m~ on this developmental program. Did you become familiar with the «0m» «1a» immediately, or were you already familiar with it?





98/    {A} I was not familiar with it other than that it was a «6H» «7v» «1a». I'm not certain that I could say I became very familiar with it when I was up there. {Q} In «20»? {A} Correct. MR. «0B»: Let's give her a document, which we'll mark as Exhibit »4I~. («7s» Exhibit No. »4I~ marked for identification) MR. «0B»: Off the record. (Discussion off the record) {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Are these your notes? {A} I don't recall that these are my notes at all. {Q} Refer, please, to Bates Page No. «0h~. That's the Bates number, the last three, at the bottom of the page. {A} Excuse me? {Q} The last three page numbers. {A} It's «0h~, Page »0F~? {Q} That's the first page, correct.





99/    Do you see up in paragraph "Present:"? {A} Yes. {Q} You're present? {A} I see that. {Q} Do you recall who took these notes if you didn't? {A} No, I don't. MR. «3S»: I might note for the record that in referring to these notes, they don't even look anything like notes on the face of the document. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Look at Bates «3s~ about halfway down the file. Okay. Do you see under those present in these minutes or notes, whatever you want to call them, that you were there as well? {A} Yes, I do. {Q} Were these your product? MR. «3S»: When you say "these," you're referring to what? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Bates Page «3s~ and «66~ and associated attachments. {A} I don't recall that these are my notes.





100/    {Q} Do you draw any distinction between notes and minutes? {A} For purposes of this? {Q} Yes. {A} I don't recall that I took these minutes or recorded these or typed them up. {Q} And you're referring to the «3s~ Bates stamp number? {A} Correct. {Q} Would you note for me, please, that «0h~ and «3s~ are dated the same day with different attendees? Do you have any recollection as to the difference between the two? {A} I don't recall either of these meetings, frankly. {Q} But you were there? {A} The - this says I was there. I do not recall a specific. {Q} Do you have any reason to believe you were not there? {A} I have no reason to believe that I was not there, but I can't attest to it. I don't recall being there. {Q} So if it says you were there, you were probably there? MR. «3S»: Asked and answered. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Correct?





101/    MR. «3S»: Objection; asked and answered. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Is it «7T»'s practice to list people as attendees who were not in attendance? {A} I am not - of course not. {Q} Thank you. Let's look and see. This will be »2e~. («7s» Exhibit No. »2e~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll now show you a document which has been marked as Exhibit »2e~. The Bates number at the bottom of the page is «3Q~. Were you present for this meeting? {A} I don't recall this at all. {Q} Could these be your notes? {A} I don't recall that they were or were not. {Q} Look at the handwriting to the left of the numerals under "«6s» «1U»." Do you recognize that handwriting? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Is it yours? {A} It does not look like my handwriting. MR. «0B»: This is »2U~.





102/    («7s» Exhibit No. »2U~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »2U~. Have you ever seen this document? {A} I don't recall seeing it. {Q} Do you know if Mr. «5Q» ever saw it? {A} I don't recall seeing it myself. I wouldn't remember if Mr. «5Q» saw it, either. {Q} Is it the type of document that he would see? {A} I would not know. {Q} Did he make the selection on the single prime? {A} My recollection is that ~1s~ «54» chaired a panel that made the selection. {Q} So it was not personally made by Mr. «5Q»? {A} My recollection is that ~1s~ «54» made the selection as part of a panel - he had a panel make a selection. {Q} As opposed to a recommendation, he actually made a selection? {A} I do not recall specifically. {Q} I want you to note, if you would, please, the format of this document. Is this a standard «7T» format that was used here? {A} I don't know.





103/    {Q} Does it conform to the format that was used when you were there at headquarters? {A} I'm not aware of any specific format for something like this. {Q} Like this Exhibit »2U~? Were you on the panel involved in the selection of single prime? {A} No. {Q} Were you at any of the meetings? {A} I don't recall being at any of their meetings. {Q} Do you recall any discussion about the «2j» method that would be used to get to a single prime? {A} I remember that there were a number of discussions about the transition or how moving to a single prime could be accomplished. {Q} Were you involved in any of them? {A} Was I a participant in the discussion? No. {Q} Were you present for any of them? {A} On occasion. {Q} Did it involve Mr. «5Q»? {A} They may have. {Q} Or Mr. ~8Q~? {A} They may have.





104/    («7s» Exhibit No. »5G~ marked for identification) {Q} While you're perusing that Exhibit »5G~, do you recall whose responsibility it was to develop the statement of work for the single prime? {A} No, I don't recall. {Q} Who would it be in your experience at that time? {A} It would be unfair of me to suppose anything. {Q} It's an action item, correct? {A} This? {Q} No. I mean, to develop a statement of work would be an action item? {A} Somebody would have to develop a statement of work. {Q} Where would that fall in the organization as you were familiar with it in «4m~ and «49~? {A} I do not know. {Q} Look at No. »5G~. MR. «3S»: «1X» No. »5G~, page, exhibit? MR. «0B»: Exhibit. {A} Is that this one? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») That's the one, yes.





105/    Tell me, if you would - it has a «7B~ at the top and Bates No. «0S~ and «4h~ on the next page. {A} Uh-huh. {Q} Do you know if you or Mr. «5Q» ever saw this document? {A} I do not know whether Mr. «5Q» saw it or not. I do not recall whether I saw it or not. {Q} Do you know who would have prepared this? {A} No, I do not. {Q} Given your knowledge of the functional areas within «7T», what organization would have responsibility to develop this kind of time line? {A} I do not know. {Q} Do you have any understanding of the status of the «6H» «7v» «1a» within the agency? Was there a feeling that this was a program that was possibly going to lose support from «2z»? MR. «3S»: Objection; the question is vague. To the extent that it isn't vague, the government's already answered that in written discovery.





106/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») What were the rumors in the halls? {A} About? {Q} In «1J~ on whether or not «2z» would continue to support the program? {A} I don't know what the rumors in the hallways were. {Q} This is No. »4g~, I believe. Exhibit »4g~. («7s» Exhibit No. »4g~ marked for identification) {Q} I'd like you to take a look at this document and ask if you recognize it. {A} No, I don't. {Q} Do you recall any discussion about the determination and finding necessary to go to a single contract prime? {A} I don't recall any specific discussion. {Q} What in general do you recall? MR. «3S»: I would object at this point. If you're going to ask - I mean, I don't know whether the witness knows the precise answer to the question you're asking. But there is a deliberative process privilege that's applicable to internal deliberations on policy-making matters by the government.





107/    To the extent that you're asking about the content of these internal deliberations, I'd have to object and instruct the witness not to answer on the grounds of deliberative process privilege. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») What discussions in general did you hear about the «1Y» and «2F»? MR. «3S»: Are you asking the substance of discussions or subject? MR. «0B»: Substance. I don't need a verbatim. MR. «3S»: Well, again, if you're asking about recommendations that were made within agency on policy matters relating to this subject, I would instruct the witness not to answer. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Go ahead and tell me. MR. «3S»: If it's strictly factual; otherwise, don't. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») All I want to know is what was said. That's a factual matter. Go ahead. MR. «3S»: If what was said was factual, yes. If what was said was recommendations, then it's not.





108/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») All I want are the general facts. {A} The only thing I recall - and I may be incorrect in my recollection - was that the «1Y» and «1V» had to go to «2z». MR. «0B»: But, just for the record, I want to say I don't recognize the deliberative process. MR. «3S»: As long as the «87» does, it doesn't matter. MR. «0B»: Well, it doesn't. It's not in the «59». MR. «3S»: It's in the cases. MR. «0B»: What's next? MR. «3S»: You know they're in the cases. You know the cases. MR. «0B»: ~2K~ - MR. «3S»: All right. We'll decide it when we have to. («7s» Exhibit No. »7W~ marked for identification) {Q} (By Mr. «0C») I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »7W~. I'll ask you if you're familiar with it. {A} Is that this one? {Q} Yes.





109/    It's Bates - {A} I just don't see Exhibit »7W~ on it. {Q} - Nos. «6r~ through «3N~ - «89~, excuse me. It's «6r~ to «89~. {A} Uh-huh. {Q} Do you recognize this? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Do you know if Mr. «5Q» ever saw this? {A} I don't remember it, and I don't know if Mr. «5Q» saw it. {Q} Do you know how many times Mr. «5Q» met with chief executive officers of major corporations - {A} No. {Q} - as a group? {A} No. {Q} During your time as executive assistant, how many times did he meet with them? {A} I don't know. I didn't count. {Q} So it was more than one? {A} I don't know. {Q} You know of one, though? {A} I know of the one that was in »0A» that everyone has referred to continually as "the «61» meeting."





110/    Mr. «5Q» also had meetings dealing with metrics where he met with multiple contractors, and I assume there were a number of «61»'s in those meetings. {Q} «5i» «7x~ companies? {A} Aerospace contractors. {Q} Say it again. {A} Aerospace contractors. {Q} But not «5i» «7x~ aerospace? {A} I don't know what companies are «5i» «7x~ nor «2a~. I'm not in the habit of reading that magazine. {Q} What purposes would he meet with «0x» contractors for? {A} The running of «7T» and its programs. {Q} And to seek their input? MR. «3S»: You're getting off on a tangent here. You can do that a little bit, but you really are. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Seek their input? {A} It depended on the subject matter. {Q} Was it the usual thing to meet with the «61»'s of «5i» «7x~, «2a~, «61»'s? {A} Define those companies. I don't know. Was it his habit of meeting with «61»'s individually or as a group?





111/    {Q} «5B», ~1Q~ - {A} I have told you of the times that I'm aware. One was the meeting that is continually being referred to as "the «61» meeting," and I also know that he met with a group of contractors regarding contractor metrics. {Q} Okay. On a given program or just in general? {A} Generic. {Q} Was it his practice to meet with all «61»'s on a given program? {A} Not to my recollection. {Q} I'll now show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »0N~. («7s» Exhibit No. »0N~ marked for identification) {Q} It comprises Bates No., last three numbers, «79~ through «8I~ and ask if you can take a look at that, please, Ms. «7s». Have you ever seen this document? {A} I don't recall seeing it. {Q} Is it the kind of document that you would have seen in your duties as executive assistant? {A} I don't recall seeing this document.





112/    {Q} Is this the kind of presentation you would have kept in those files that you referred to earlier? {A} If it was a briefing that was given to Mr. «5Q», yes. I'm sure I was present. {Q} Now I'll show you a document that is No. »2y~. («7s» Exhibit No. »2y~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll ask you if you have ever seen this. {A} I don't recall seeing it. {Q} Are you familiar with it? {A} No. {Q} Now, you worked for ~0o~ «7E», correct? {A} When? {Q} In «4m~ - «4o~ to «0W~? {A} No, not that full-time. {Q} And you testified that - {A} That I worked for her until she left the «4W» «6H» «5l». {Q} Which you said was in «4m~? {A} No, I did not. I said she left sometime between that period, and I'm not familiar with when she left. {Q} Okay. And she became what when she left? {A} I'm not sure what her position was.





113/    I believe she went to become a member of the «3v» «3R». {Q} Which was what? {A} I don't know. {Q} Was it a «2j» function? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Do you recall if she worked in «2j» at all while she was at headquarters? {A} At all when she was at headquarters? {Q} Yes. {A} Yes. She eventually became, and continues to be, the head of - the associate administrator for associate - associate administrator for «2j». {Q} Do you know if Mr. «5Q» ever saw this document? {A} I do not know. {Q} Are you familiar with the substance of the matters covered by this document? {A} Well, I can tell you what it looks like it is, but I'm not familiar with the content of it at all. {Q} Not from your review of the correspondence in the administrator's office? {A} No. {Q} Do you know who ~0o~ is who's referenced at the top here?





114/    {A} I do not know specifically what ~0o~ they're referring to. {Q} Were there other «28» other than ~0o~ «7E»? {A} There was ~0o~ «7E», and I'm not certain that there were - well, there were some other «28» at headquarters. {Q} In «2j»? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Are you familiar with the transition team from «0m» to «6U», now «19» «6H» «7v»? {A} I know there was a transition team. {Q} Do you know how it developed transition to redesign to the «19» «6H» «7v»? {A} I can't say that I'm familiar with how it developed. («7s» Exhibit No. »47~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document that I believe is marked Exhibit »47~. Can you tell me what «5e» «2M» is at headquarters? {A} At «7T» headquarters, it's the legal office. {Q} And «5e» «5T»? {A} It's the «5g» of «2j».





115/    {Q} And during the «7t~ time frame, who was associate administrator for «2j»? {A} I'm not certain of who was initially. ~0j~ «6S» was the head of «2j» for some period of time, but I believe he left. He left, but I'm not sure when. I believe that ~1f~ «7C» was brought in as the head of «2j», and then eventually ~0o~ «7E» became the head of «2j». {Q} Now, when did that job become a deputy administrator position? {A} Which job? {Q} The «2j» job. MR. «3S»: Was that in evidence that that happened? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») As opposed to an assistant administrative position? {A} I'm not aware that it was ever - it has been a deputy administrator job. {Q} Okay. All right. Would you take a look, please, at Exhibit »47~. {A} Is that this one? {Q} Yes. {A} Uh-huh.





116/    {Q} And do you know if Mr. «5Q» attended this meeting? {A} I'm not certain this was a meeting. {Q} Well, was he familiar with the matters here? {A} I do not know. {Q} Is this the kind of thing that he would be briefed, in your experience as executive assistant? MR. «3S»: It's vague. You asked is this the kind of thing that he would be briefed? {Q} (By Mr. «0C») The matters raised in this document, are these types of matters that you would expect him to be briefed on? {A} I'm not going to speak specifically for this document. He was in frequent discussions with people involving the redesign of the «6H» «7v». {Q} Do you recall whether those people - principally Mr. ~8Q~? {A} Whether those people were Mr. ~8Q~? {Q} That he was frequently involved in discussions, would be Mr. «3y», Mr. ~8Q~? {A} It would include them. {Q} Mr. «5O»?





117/    {A} I don't recall him ever being a part of discussions. {Q} Any contractor personnel? {A} I don't recall that there were meetings with contractor personnel regarding redesign. {Q} In «20» or «7q», «20» state? {A} I would not know. I've never been in «20». {Q} State? {A} State. {Q} Exhibit »7z~? {A} Is that «67~? {Q} Correct, and »5P~ and »6g~. («7s» Exhibit No. »7z~ marked for identification) {Q} Are you familiar with this document that's been marked as Exhibit »7z~? {A} That's «67~? {Q} Correct, and »5P~ and »6g~. Are you familiar with this document? {A} No, I'm not. {Q} Are you familiar with the «1q» «02», «70», and «0t»? {A} I know there were three options that were developed.





118/    {Q} For what? {A} The «6H» «7v» «2w». {Q} And Mr. «5Q» participated in that process to your knowledge? {A} He was kept aware of the process, and he provided feedback. {Q} By whom was he kept aware? {A} He frequently met with the people who were doing the redesign. {Q} And that would be «1I» «3o»? {A} It was a number of people on the «2w» team. {Q} Did he meet when «1I» «3o»? {A} Yes. {Q} And ~4L~ «5C»? {A} Yes, and others. {Q} And who else in that - at that level, fairly high level? {A} ~7N~ «5o». {Q} ~0o~ «7E»? {A} ~0o~ «7E», «2i» «6d», and others. {Q} Would you take a look at the slides attached here? {A} That's the back two pages? {Q} Yes, «5I~ and «4a~. {A} Uh-huh.





119/    {Q} Do you know if these are from a briefing that the administrator may have received on these matters? {A} I don't know. I don't recall ever seeing them. {Q} Would this be the type of thing that you were talking about that he would have been advised of in the meetings, referenced people? {A} No. {Q} Why do you say "no"? {A} The meetings that I attended where he was discussing the redesign, he was looking at it primarily from a technical standpoint. {Q} Technical - scientific technical? {A} Engineering. {Q} Engineering. I'm not an engineer myself, so I'm interested to know what kinds of things were talked about. Are we talking about having more - {A} There were three different teams who were working different options for the redesign. I don't recall the specific criteria that were given to each team.





120/    I remember that one of the options, for example, was building a great big huge, if you will, tin can, a long tube, which was a total redesign that would have different floors in it. They would tell him what that design looked like, and he would comment on it from an engineering standpoint. He was an engineering genius in my mind, and he would offer comments like, "Have you planned for a jitter analysis?" {Q} Which is what? What's a jitter analysis? {A} I have no idea. {Q} Do you recognize the handwriting on «11~? {A} No, I don't. {Q} It's not yours? {A} It's not mine. {Q} Where is the «1a» «2x» «5l», the «1A» «1a» «2x» «5l»? {A} It's a large conference room on the »6u~ floor of the «7T» building, at least the one I'm familiar with. {Q} It's not a specific organization? It's just a place? {A} Correct. That's my knowledge. {Q} Okay. I'll show you a document that's marked as Exhibit »2l~.





121/    («7s» Exhibit No. »2l~ marked for identification) {Q} And I'll ask you if you've ever seen this document. {A} I don't recall seeing it. {Q} During your period as executive assistant to Mr. «5Q», would congressional questions be routed through you through the «8L» or otherwise? {A} You mean if there was a hearing and they submitted questions as part of the hearing? {Q} Or if a committee just sent questions down to the agency? {A} I don't recall committee ever just sending questions. Questions generally came out of a hearing. {Q} Okay. Take a look at «1F~, these questions. {A} «3k~? {Q} It's «3k~, correct. {A} Uh-huh. {Q} Do you know the origin of - was this a hearing at the «6h» on «6p» «4B» and «6H»? {A} I don't know. {Q} Who would know whether or not that was the case? {A} Someone in «8L» «5X», I would assume.





122/    («7s» Exhibit No. »5z~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »5z~ and ask you if you read SPACE «7u» «0Q» of this kind - {A} I don't recall ever seeing it. {Q} - in »37» of «49~? Do you recall any discussion about information contained in the SPACE «7u» «0Q»? {A} I don't recall SPACE «7u» «0Q». {Q} Was this one of the publications, to your knowledge, that was in the packet that Mr. «5Q» was - {A} In the reading clips? I don't recall ever seeing it in the reading clips. («7s» Exhibit No. »7K~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document now that's marked as Exhibit »7K~ and ask you if you would refer to Page »6z~ of it, Bates No. «0O~. {A} Uh-huh. {Q} Note under the caption "«1e» «7V» The «5M» «5F» «4N»?" "The «2W»'s plans also appear to end «4N»'s long history of the «6H»





123/    «7v» «1a»," that sentence? {A} Uh-huh. {Q} Do you recall any discussion with Mr. «5Q» about anyone at the «2W»? MR. «3S»: What is this referring to? MR. «0B»: This article. {A} No. This article, I don't recall anything in this article. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») The fact that the «2W»'s proposed elimination of «4N» from the program? MR. «3S»: You're assuming a fact not in evidence. That's not a fact in evidence. {A} The «2w» team, it was not their job to make any assumptions about contractors. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») It was their job, however, to plan the redesign, correct? {A} To offer three different designs. {Q} And whichever one, «02», «70», or «0t», would impact the contractors, correct? MR. «3S»: You're asking for an opinion?





124/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») I'm asking for a factual statement. {A} Ask your question again, please. {Q} The «1q» «02», «70», and «0t» had different effects on the contractors, did they not? {A} If one was selected, each one would have a different result. {Q} For example, if «6L» «0t», the man in the can that you referred to earlier - {A} You referred to it as a man in a can. {Q} Well, the long can, whatever it was, that would appear to eliminate trusses, correct? {A} I'm not technical. I couldn't attest. {Q} Well, then the truss contractor would be out of a job, wouldn't he? {A} One might assume that, but I'm not going to speculate. {Q} Did anyone ever brief the administrator on the impact on the various «0m» contractors of the «1q» «02», «70», or «0t»? {A} I don't recall specifically. {Q} If they had, would you know? {A} Probably. I believe that his discussions were more along technical lines and cost lines, as well as international partners.





125/    («7s» Exhibit No. »1t~ marked for identification) {Q} Take a look, please, at the document that I've handed you that's been marked as Exhibit »1t~. It's another report from SPACE «4C» «0Q». Are you familiar with that publication? {A} No, I'm not. {Q} Are you familiar with the fast-track award authority that's referenced here that «7T» was seeking for the single prime? {A} I don't recall anything called "fast-track award" specifically. {Q} Do you recall anything about the award of the single prime and methodology to be used? {A} Not specifically. {Q} Who would have briefed the administrator on the «2j» means of accomplishing the transition to a single prime? {A} It could have been a variety of people. {Q} Who would have primary responsibility? {A} I can't say. I don't know. {Q} Would ~0o~ «7E» principally do that? {A} She might have been one of them. {Q} Would she delegate it likely? {A} I don't know.





126/    {Q} Did there come a time when the administrator, during this time period that you were executive assistant, became aware that «4N» was threatening legal action or could be said to have threatened legal action? MR. «3S»: Assumes facts not in evidence; objection. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») You can answer. MR. «3S»: Go ahead and answer it if you can. {A} Would you please repeat your question? MR. «3S»: There's a little bit of a why-don't-you-stop-beating-your-wife aspect in that question. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») In these articles that are Exhibits »5z~, »7K~, and »1t~ - {A} The three SPACE «4C» «0Q» - well, two SPACE «4C» «0Q» and one SPACE «7u» «0Q»? {Q} Correct. {A} Uh-huh. {Q} There's an indication that «4N» may take legal action if it's eliminated from the program.





127/    To your knowledge, did that ever become a topic of conversation with the administrator? {A} I don't know. {Q} Did you ever raise it with him. {A} No. {Q} Did he ever raise it with you? {A} No, not to my recollection. («7s» Exhibit No. »7G~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll now show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit No. »7G~. It's Bates «6E~ through «0P~. Have you ever seen this document before? {A} I don't recall seeing it. {Q} Who would have arranged the meeting with the senior executives of the principal «6H» «7v» contractors for the administrator? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Would that have been your job? {A} I may have, his secretary may have, and others may have. I don't recall. {Q} Did you assist him in preparing for that meeting? {A} No, I did not. {Q} Do you recall who did?





128/    {A} No, I don't, other than perhaps ~6Q~ «2h» and ~0o~ «7E». {Q} What time did you first become aware there would be such a meeting? {A} I don't recall. {Q} You attended the meeting, though, didn't you? {A} Yes. {Q} Do you know why you attended the meeting? {A} I often accompanied Mr. «5Q» to meetings, and he asked me to be there. («7s» Exhibit No. »5R~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »5R~ and ask you if this represents a slide show given to Mr. «5Q». {A} I can't say for certain, but it looks familiar. {Q} Do you know who would have prepared this? {A} No, I don't. {Q} When you go back to follow up and go to your files and pull out the slides, how do you know who to call? {A} Pull out slides? {Q} Yes.





129/    You testified that when you followed up on something that was committed in a briefing, that you go back to your files, look at the slides, and then call. How would you determine who to call? MR. «3S»: I don't know that that accurately characterizes her testimony. {A} I didn't call anyone. I maintained those files, I said, when I was working for the administrator. {Q} Will you look at the substance of what's contained in these slides? It looks as if it came from «2j». Is this the type of presentation «2j» was making to the administrator at this point in time, and this point in time being the «1J~ - »37» »4g~ of «49~? {A} A "yes" or "no" would be inaccurate. {Q} Okay. What is your sense of where these came from based on your business knowledge of «7T» at that time? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Do you recall a meeting with the contractors, «0m» contractors, concerning transition on »0A» »6q~, «7X~? {A} No, I don't recall a meeting. {Q} Let me show you a document now that's been marked as Exhibit »88~.





130/    («7s» Exhibit No. »88~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll ask you if you're familiar with the presentation that these are from. {A} No, I'm not. {Q} Do you know if Mr. «5Q» would be familiar with that presentation? {A} I would not know. {Q} Is this the kind of thing that you would attend? {A} Yes. {Q} Do you know if you attended this? {A} No, I don't. {Q} This is two days before the «61» meeting. Does that help? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Did you have any warrant - that's a wrong word - did you have any task that you had been given to track for the administrator, the transition process? {A} No. {Q} You did? {A} No. {Q} You did not.





131/    Why would you have attended this meeting? {A} I'm not certain that I did attend it. {Q} You said it was the type of meeting you would attend. {A} Type. I did not say - {Q} So what made you say that? What's the type that makes you say that? {A} Because it's a meeting dealing with something that Mr. «5Q» would be interested in. {Q} And would you take notes of that meeting if you would be interested in it? {A} Generally with briefing charts, I did not take notes. {Q} And you'd bring him back a set of charts? {A} I would put a set of charts in the file for meetings that I attended where he was present. {Q} If he wasn't present, would you just get him a set of charts? {A} No. {Q} Would you give him an oral presentation? {A} No. {Q} Well, I'm confused now. I want you to straighten me out. This is the type of meeting that he's interested in, so that would be why you attended. I assume he did not attend it.





132/    Did he attend it? {A} I said I don't know. {Q} Okay. If he didn't, would he send you in his stead? {A} No. {Q} He would not. He would have to be there to - {A} I said earlier I did not attend meetings in Mr. «5Q»'s stead. {Q} Okay. I think that clears that up for me. Let's look at a document that has been marked as Exhibit »6q~. («7s» Exhibit No. »6q~ marked for identification) {Q} Are you familiar with this document? {A} I don't recall seeing this. {Q} Do you know if Mr. «5Q» saw it? {A} I don't recall seeing it, and I do not have knowledge of Mr. «5Q» seeing it. {Q} Is it possible he could have seen it without you seeing it? {A} Yes, of course. {Q} Do you know who prepared this or would prepare this sort of document?





133/    {A} No, I don't. {Q} You are familiar with the people who are working these issues at this time, correct? {A} Working - {Q} For the administrator. {A} Fee discussion issues? {Q} For the «61» meeting on »6k~ »0A». {A} I don't recall who was in discussions specifically with Mr. «5Q» on this meeting. I said perhaps ~0o~ «7E» and ~6Q~ «2h» were involved. {Q} Let's go to »6m~. («7s» Exhibit No. »6m~ marked for identification) {Q} Do you recall seeing this document before? {A} I don't recall seeing it. {Q} Do you recall discussing - anyone discussing with Mr. «5Q» the matters that are raised in it, such as a contractor concept and «1y» «0q» direction, that sort of thing? {A} I don't recall specifically. {Q} Who would have prepared this document? {A} I don't know. {Q} Given the «1y» «0q» interest, program interest, and the redesign, where would that have fallen in your experience?





134/    MR. «3S»: Objection; you made a number of givens, and they're not in evidence. I think you picked up - your reference to «1y» «0q» interest maybe is picked up from a reference in the «1y» «0q» on the second page of this document, but it hasn't been established what this document is, who prepared it, where it's from, or anything. There's no foundation for it at all, so I don't think you ought to be assuming these givens in your question. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Given the substance of this and based on your experience with «7T» at that time, «7t~, who would have prepared a document like this? What organization or individual? {A} It could have been a variety of sources. MR. «3S»: Is your question directed at the government - because I don't see anything that establishes whether it's even a government document. There's just no foundation about this document at all.





135/    I will not - I mean, the document indicates from the stamp on it that this is a document that was obtained in other litigation involving private parties and not litigation with the government. This could have come from anywhere. This is not necessarily from the government. It could have been prepared by «7i». Who knows who could have prepared it. I think if you're going to go ask questions about the document, you either have to establish a better foundation or ask a different witness. MR. «0B»: You produced it. I think it's safe to say I didn't produce it. MR. «3S»: Did you say we produced it? MR. «0B»: Yes, you did. MR. «3S»: It says "«39» «0Z» «5S» «1L» «5L» «7O» «4N» «0x»." It might have been produced by the government in another case. I don't know. MR. «0B»: It was by Mr. ~8H~ in this case. It's part of our ongoing effort to try to simplify matters with the government with this economy of scale. Mr. ~8H~ provided us the document that had been provided at the «0Z» litigation because that pretty much overlapped without duplication.





136/    MR. «3S»: So there was a copy of this document in that litigation. Whether it was originally a government document or what it was, I don't know. This was a document that was produced in that litigation. I don't know who produced it. («7s» Exhibit No. »6k~ marked for identification) {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Let's look at »6k~. MR. «3S»: I don't know who produced it - or I don't know who created it. MR. «0B»: It's part of the discovery process. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») I'll show you a document now that's been marked as Exhibit »6k~, Bates «4c~ through «0V~. Are you familiar with this document? {A} No. {Q} Do you know if the administrator ever saw this document? {A} I would not know. I don't recall.





137/    {Q} If he had seen it, would you know? {A} Not necessarily. {Q} Take a look, please, at «4E~, «7w~, and the following - do these slides help you recall whether or not you saw it? {A} I don't recall seeing it, so I would not know if Mr. «5Q» saw it, either. {Q} Look at the content of the first two pages. Can you tell from that for whom this would be a talking paper? {A} No, I cannot. {Q} Let's look at the next one, which is »1r~. («7s» Exhibit No. »1r~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a series of handwritten notes. Do you recognize them? {A} No. {Q} Is that "no"? {A} I don't recognize these notes. {Q} Let's put those to one side and go to this next one. («7s» Exhibit No. »4G~ marked for identification) {Q} This would be Exhibit »4G~. Now I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »4G~.





138/    Do you recognize these? {A} Yes. {Q} What are they? {A} They're my notes. {Q} You prepared them personally or - {A} Yes. {Q} When were they prepared? {A} I take notes at the meeting, and then I retype them. {Q} When did you retype these? {A} Sometime this year. {Q} In «8D~? {A} Correct. {Q} From what? {A} From an old piece of paper. {Q} Well, do you still have that old piece of paper? {A} Yes. {Q} Has that been provided to us? {A} This is the form that I was asked to provide it in. MR. «3S»: No, I don't think we have. In fact, I wasn't aware that that still existed. MR. «0B»: You'll provide it to us?

Up under the header there that we have centered, you say: "Items in brackets were not in notes but were added to clarify"? {A} Correct. {Q} What was your basis for these clarifications? What did you use? {A} Let me find an example. On the last page where it says "together again," parentheses, "contractor representatives are called back into the meeting," that was not in my notes specifically. He was changing his mind. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») You have a specific enough recollection four years after this meeting to be able to put that final point on "no." («7s» Exhibit No. »84~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »84~. It's Bates No., last three, «7p~ through «0c~. It's minutes of a meeting, «2D», »5z~ »6t» «7X~. Do you recall that meeting? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Did you take these notes? {A} I don't recall that I did.





148/    They don't look familiar to me, and it's not my general way of formatting notes. {Q} Who among these attendees listed at the top would have taken these in your experience? {A} The last page indicates that ~4L~ «5C» has signed off on this. {Q} So they would have been her notes? {A} I don't know. {Q} In the practice of «7T» at that time, that would have been her notes probably? {A} I don't recall specifically. {Q} You were at this meeting? {A} I don't recall being in the meeting. I have a vague recollection that there was a meeting where strengths and weaknesses of the various contractors were discussed and a vague recollection that their average award fee was noted. {Q} Do you recall who ran the meeting? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Would that at the time be a function of the «2W»? {A} I don't recall. («7s» Exhibit No. »3V~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll now show you a document that we've marked as Exhibit »3V~. The document is comprised of Bates Nos. »3d~ through «7y~. Do you recognize this document? {A} I don't recall this document.





153/    {Q} Take a moment and look at it, see if you can refresh your recollection. {A} I don't recall the letter, the cover letter. I do remember that the «1Y» and «1V» was prepared because we frequently referred back to it. {Q} Do you recall who prepared the «1Y» and «1V»? {A} No, I don't. {Q} When you say you were referred back to the «1Y» and «1V», in what context would you be referred back to the «1Y» and «1V»? {A} I recall that it was a part of the contract file. {Q} For which contract? {A} The «6H» «7v» contract, the new «6H» «7v» contract. {Q} The «19» «6H» «7v»? {A} Yes. {Q} And what was your understanding of the purpose of the «1Y» and «1V»? {A} I don't recall. {Q} It is to give authority to award a single prime contract, wasn't it? She can give whatever answer she might give, but it does call for a legal conclusion. MR. «0B»: The authority - MR. «3S»: What authority was needed or whether authority was needed is another issue. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») You can answer. {A} I believe I already answered the question. {Q} Was that document the authority to award the contract? {A} I don't know that. {Q} You worked on this program as a contracting officer? {A} After the contract was in place. {Q} And you were referred to the «1Y» and «1V»? {A} When we were reviewing the files to make sure that we had all the pieces in the file. {Q} And what was the purpose of this piece that you were told at that time?

He left when «4q» came in, I believe. («7s» Exhibit No. »6g~ marked for identification) {Q} Do you recall the proposal that was submitted? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Did you prepare this correspondence? {A} No, I did not. {Q} Do you know who prepared the correspondence? {A} No, I do not. {Q} Let me ask you this: Do you know - to go back to Exhibit »6g~ for a moment that you had, the letter returning «82»'s proposal, do you know if there were any other proposals that were returned to other contractors? That's what my question is. {A} I'm not aware of any that were received. {Q} At all? {A} I don't recall any. {Q} Then you don't recall a submission that «7i» «4N» made on »0A» »3C~ to «7T»? {A} No, I don't. {Q} Let's take five minutes here. (A recess was taken) («7s» Exhibit No. »3d~ marked for identification) {Q} I'll show you a document that's been marked as Exhibit »3d~. They appear to be independent items, including starting with Page «1C~, an excerpt from a publication, and so on. Just for clarity, it doesn't look like one thing. It looks like several different things. MR. «0B»: This is the way the document was produced to us by the government, so that's how we kept it.





165/    {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Do you recall this organizational chart, «3H~? MR. «3S»: Where do you see an organizational chart? MR. «0B»: Page «3H~, Bates No. «3H~. {A} I don't recall having seen this chart, and I'm not certain it's what I would call an organizational chart. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») What would you call it? {A} I don't know that I would call it anything. I've never seen it before. {Q} Go back to Exhibit »6k~. You recall the telephone calls to the international partners, you said? {A} I recall that there was calls made to the international partners. {Q} Do you recall the »0A» »6k~ «61» meeting? {A} Yes. {Q} Now, would you look at Page «2E~, please, on Exhibit »6k~? 169/    {A} He was involved in the sense that he worked for the administrator in «20» at the time of the «2w». {Q} Do you know where he worked before he worked for the administrator? {A} He worked at headquarters. THE REPORTER: Could we take a quick break? MR. «0B»: Sure. (A recess was taken) {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Do you recall Mr. ~8Q~ ever working at the «5g» of «6p» and «4B» «5Y» in the «1y» «0q»? {A} I understand that he was a member of the «6H» «0E». I don't know what his job was, and I'm not sure that he, quote, worked there or was employed there. {Q} That was as a «7T» employee he would have been - {A} I don't know. {Q} Would he have, in his capacity as an assistant to Mr. «5Q» or in the executive office of the administrator, performed duties relative to the «6H» «7v» «1a»? {A} The «6H» «7v» «0m» «1a» or the «2w»?





170/    {Q} Either one or both. {A} He did not manage it, and when he worked for Mr. «5Q» - {Q} But would he have performed any duties relative to it? {A} I'm not sure. How do you define "duties"? {Q} Would the administrator have asked him to do things relative to it? {A} I don't know. {Q} Who kept Mr. ~8Q~'s schedule? {A} I don't know. {Q} Did «2I» «22» have anything to do with it? {A} «3B» «22». {Q} «3B». {A} «3B» was Mr. «5Q»'s secretary, not Mr. ~8Q~'s secretary. {Q} That was the secretary's specific duty, was the calendar in the executive office of the administrator? {A} «3B» was Mr. «5Q»'s secretary and handled a variety of tasks and duties for Mr. «5Q». {Q} Who was Mr. ~8Q~'s secretary? {A} I don't recall. {Q} Would she - {A} There was a secretary who was Mr. ~8Q~'s, and I don't recall who that was.





171/    {Q} But he had a secretary? {A} I believe he did. {Q} Whenever you would travel with the administrator - {A} Uh-huh. {Q} - if you flew, would you fly commercial, military, or «7T» aircraft? {A} I don't recall ever flying military. I know we've mostly flew on the «7T» plane, but I can recall at least one time when we flew commercial. {Q} Where was the «7T» plane maintained? {A} The administrator's plane, I'm not sure where it was maintained. We took it out of - for the most part, out of «5a» «4k». {Q} That's where it was maintained? {A} I don't know that. There were times when we took it from one of the «2J» «0D» bases there, too. {Q} Do you know about Mr. ~8Q~? If he flew, would he fly the «7T» plane as well? {A} If it was available. {Q} Who was in charge of determining the availability of «7T» aircraft?





172/    MR. «3S»: Does this conceivably have any relevance? MR. «0B»: Yes. {Q} (By Mr. «0C») Who was in charge of that? {A} I don't know. MR. «0B»: Okay. I guess we can go off the record for a moment. I think that if you can fax us those handwritten notes tonight, we can wrap this up tomorrow. Otherwise, we'll have to append it until after we get the - MR. «3S»: I say we do this: We'll fax it to you. MR. «0B»: Tonight? MR. «3S»: Wait. I don't know if it will be faxed tonight because it's not in the office. As far as I know, it's in the trunk of the car or something. I don't know if it can be faxed tonight. And I don't see any reason why we should push this thing on. I'd like to catch a plane and go home tonight. I have a lot of other work to do, so do we all. MR. «0B»: Find out if you can fax it to us, and we'll put a wrap on it, if you can; if you can't, then we'll go with that when we get to that point. MR. «3S»: Well, we'll - I'm not sure I understand what you're saying. We will arrange to fax it. I don't know that we can even find out now as we sit when it can be faxed to you, because, for example, it might have to be faxed from Ms. «7s»'s office tomorrow morning. I don't know if there would be any point in that if we were going to come back tomorrow morning. But, no, it's not here and it's not in her office. It's in the trunk of the car. So I don't know.





174/    I'm sure it can be faxed sometime within the next day or two. MR. «0B»: Okay. And we'll just keep it open until after you fax it to us. MR. «3S»: Well, I agree to that only in a very limited sense. My position is if you have no other questions, the deposition is concluded subject to the possibility that you may have questions after seeing the handwritten version of the document that could not have been asked now. If that comes up, then, yeah … MR. «0B»: I don't have to agree with that, and I won't agree to that. I'll agree only when I see - I won't even speculate about what's in it. This is all angels dancing on pinheads at this point. All I'm concerned about is getting the document which you're obligated to give me for over a year now, which I just now found out about today in this deposition. 175/    As I recall, the complaints I got on burden and so forth about the breadth, height, and width of the discovery requests certainly includes that. So when I see it, then I'll know what I have. Until then, I'm not going to speculate. I'm not going to limit myself in any way. MR. «3S»: I'm not asking you to limit yourself. I'm telling you that - MR. «0B»: And you're not going to impose a limit on me, either. MR. «3S»: We can disagree. But as far as I'm concerned, any questions that you can ask now that you don't ask now, you know - MR. «0B»: You can make that argument when you want to. Meanwhile, let's get the document. MR. «3S»: All right. I'm not agreeing that we can - MR. «0B»: I don't think it requires your agreement at all. I was always under the impression that this was the government record. It wasn't until last night - or yesterday afternoon that I found out that that was a relatively recent transcription, in other words, «5s~, of handwritten notes that were still in existence. The handwritten notes, as it turns out, were not a government record. They happened to be - Ms. «7s» happened to have still had them in her possession. I don't think they were government records at all. It doesn't really matter because, I mean, you have the content of it; and so I'm not going the quibble about it at this point and say it's, you know, not subject to discovery.





177/    But it wasn't, again as I said, until yesterday - it wasn't until then that I was aware that those handwritten notes were still in existence. As far as I'm concerned, they are the same thing as the typed version. I'll produce them. MR. «0B»: Sure. MR. «3S»: But they - you know, unless there's something there that isn't in the typed version, it's much ado about nothing. MR. «8O»: Well, I think we could have solved this whole problem, Mr. «3T». MR. «3S»: No. But there's probably a lot of things that I wouldn't even think to tell you unless you asked because I just don't empty out my brain for you and tell you everything I know.
